The inscriptions belong to the perlod g
between the 1st and 3rd Centuries
CE.

A recurring name found is "Cikai
Korran".

"Korran" derives from the root
Korram (victory/slaying) and is
associated with the Chera warrior |
goddess Kotravai.

Other names found: Kopan (also found in Ammankovilpatti, TN), Catan, and
Kirun.

This discovery was made by researchers from the French School of Asian
Studies and the University of Lausanne.

Historical Context: This proves the extensive trade network of ancient
Tamilagam with the Roman Empire and the West. The "Valley of the Kings"
is a famous burial site of Pharaohs. Finding Tamil names here suggests that
Tamil merchants or visitors were present deep inside Egypt, not just at coastal
ports like Berenike (Red Sea).

Related Facts: The Purananuru praises Chera King Pittankorran, echoing the
name found in Egypt.

1. Bangladesh Elections & Referendum

Referendum on the "July Charter".

July Charter Reforms: Proposes a bicameral legislature (two houses),
independent constitutional bodies, and higher women's representation.
Political Blocs: The main contest is between BNP (Bangladesh Nationalist
Party) and a coalition involving Jamaat-e-Islami (Awami League is
banned/absent).

Topic: Indian Polity — Elections & Judiciary
1. News Context

The Issue: The Election Commission of India (ECI) is currently conducting a
"Special Intensive Revision" (SIR) of electoral rolls to update voter lists.

The Conflict: There have been complaints about the mass deletion of names
from voter lists. Consequently, petitions were filed in the Supreme Court.
Editorial's Argument: The editorial criticizes |
the Supreme Court for acting like an
"administrator" by micromanaging the
revision process. It argues that the Court
should act as a "Constitutional Court"
(deciding on the legality of the process) rather
than fixing day-to-day administrative
glitches.

Separation of Powers: The Constitution separates the powers of the
Judiciary and the Election Commission.

Misuse of Form 7: "Form 7" is the application used to object to the inclusion
of another person's name in the electoral roll. Political parties often misuse
this to delete the names of rival voters.
