1. Governance & Infrastructure: Chennai's Fourth Desalination Plant

Project Details: The fourth seawater reverse
osmosis desalination plant is coming up at Perur

along the East Coast Road (ECR). It will have a

capacity to treat 400 million litres a day (MLD).
Current Status: Nearly 62% of the project is
complete, and trial commissioning is expected by
September 2026.

Funding & Architecture: The 6,078.40-crore
project is being implemented with financial
assistance from the Japan International
Cooperation Agency (JICA). It features two
streams of 200 MLD each for continuous
production.

Technological Features: The plant utilizes
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India's Largest Desalination Plant

India is building its largest 24,276
crore desalination plant at Perur,
Chennai. It will turn seawater into safe
drinking water for millions.

dissolved air flotation and dual-media filters as part of its pre-treatment
process to remove suspended solids and algae. Environmental safeguards
include using diffusers for safe brine discharge into the sea and low intake

velocities to protect marine life.

2. State Polity & Law: Tamil Nadu Prison (Release on-Furlough) Rules,

2026

New Notifications: The Tamil Nadu government has notified new rules
strictly defining eligibility for the temporary release of convict prisoners on

furlough.

Ineligibility Criteria: Prisoners convicted of sedition,
acts endangering the sovereignty and unity of India,
rape, and offenses under the Protection of Children from
Sexual Offences (POCSO) Act, 2012, are entirely
ineligible for furlough. Additionally, foreign prisoners,
convicts under the NDPS Act, and those involved in
prison riots or escapes in the last five years cannot avail

of this benefit.

Eligibility Conditions: Furlough is not a matter of right. A convict is eligible
only after completing 10 years of imprisonment with satisfactory conduct. The
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Director General can grant up to 60 days in a year, and the government can
sanction an additional 60 days for rehabilitation purposes.

3. Education & Administration: Ph.D. Admissions

Policy Change: The Higher Education Department announced a university-
level single-window system for Ph.D. admissions across all State-run
universities to ensure transparency in the allocation of guides.

4. History & Heritage: Legacy of J. Sivashanmugam Pillai

Historical Significance: J. Sivashanmugam Pillai was

the first Scheduled Caste (SC) member to become the
Speaker of the Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly (1946-
1955).

Political Journey: An alumnus of Loyola and Presidency
Colleges and a follower of Mahatma Gandhi, he became a
Chennai Municipal Corporation councillor in 1932. In
1937, he became the first Dalit to hold the office of the
Mayor of Chennai.

Ideological Stance: He advocated for the economic
independence of "Depressed Classes" before the Tej l
Bahadur Sapru committee in 1944. Regarding separate &
electorates, he argued that legal enactments were of little use without a
"change of heart" among caste Hindus.

Later Life: After demitting the Speaker's office, he served as a Member of the
Union Public Service Commission (UPSC) and was later elected to the Rajya
Sabha in 1962.

5. History & Culture: Periyar E.V. Ramasamy’s Stance on Tamil Language

Linguistic Views: Periyar famously described Tamil
as a "barbaric language," an assertion that caused
discomfort even among his ideological successors
like C.N. Annadurai and M. Karunanidhi.

Rationale Behind the Critique: Periyar’s critique
was not born out of hatred for Tamils, but from his
belief that Tamil lacked sufficient literature to foster
human development and a scientific temper. He argued that traditional Tamil
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teachers were deeply rooted in religion and superstition, insulated from global
philosophical debates due to their lack of English knowledge.

Script Reforms: To modernize the language, Periyar advocated for Tamil
script reforms, citing Mustafa Kemal Atattirk's reforms in Turkey. These
reforms were later officially adopted during M.G. Ramachandran's tenure as
Chief Minister.

II. NATIONAL AFFAIRS (POLITY, SUPREME COURT &
ECONOMY)

1. Judiciary: Supreme Court Criticizes Unchecked 'Freebies'

The Observation: A Supreme Court
Bench headed by Chief Justice Surya

The Court
emphasized that welfare must be targeted effectively to those who genuinely
need a "helping hand."

2. Electoral Reforms: ECI's Special Intensive Revision (SIR)

Logistical Challenge: The SIR requires mapping Revision (SIR)
existing voters with the 2002-2004 electoral rolls and [t —--rhnsh"
conducting door-to-door enumeration using Booth [t
Level Officers (BLOs). However, this coincides with

the house-listing phase of the Population Census
2027, which also begins on April 1.

Resolution: Because both exercises heavily rely on
government school teachers as enumerators, the ECI
is holding talks with the Registrar General of India to
utilize the common pool of administrative resources in a staggered manner.

3. Constitutional Law: Citizenship Amendment Act (CAA) Petitions

Upcoming Hearings: The Supreme Court has scheduled the final hearings
for over 250 petitions challenging the CAA, 2019, and its corresponding Rules,
starting May 5.

Arguments: The primary petitioner (Indian Union Muslim League) argues that
the Act unconstitutionally discriminates in granting citizenship based on
religion. Additionally, petitions from Northeast India argue that the CAA poses
a demographic threat to Assam and violates the exemption of Sixth Schedule
tribal areas and Inner Line Permit regions.

4. Technology & Economy: Al Impact Summit 2026

India's Al Vision: Prime Minister Narendra
Modi declared that India envisions its destiny
in Artificial Intelligence, stating that the
country is building a robust ecosystem
including secure data centers and
semiconductor manufacturing.

Fiduciaries." If they publish investigative stories using personal data without
consent, they could face massive penalties (up to 3250 crores), leading to "self-
censorship."

2. Governance & Public Safety: Aviation Safety vs. Passenger Rights
The Context:

The Directorate General of Civil Aviation (DGCA) is proposing new rules to
handle "unruly passengers" by allowing airlines to ban them for 30 days

immediately, without waiting for an internal committee's inquiry.

Key Highlights for TNPSC:
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Broadened Definition: The term "unruly" now includes not just physical
violence but also "protesting," "sloganeering," and "tampering with safety
equipment."

Regulatory Body: The DGCA is the statutory body under the Ministry of Civil
Aviation that regulates air transport services in India.

Mains Point of View (Administrative Ethics):

The Concern of High-handedness: The editorial warns that giving airlines
"unilateral power" to ban passengers might lead to misuse. If a passenger
protests against genuine service failures (like 10-hour delays or lack of food),
an airline might label them "unruly" to avoid accountability.
