was administered by the Chief

Context: The outgoing Governor,
R.N. Ravi, who served in Tamil
Nadu for 54 months, has been
transferred and sworn in as the
22nd Governor of West Bengal.
TNPSC Background: Under Article 153 of the Constitution, there shall be a
Governor for each State, and the 7th Constitutional Amendment Act (1956)
allows the same person to be appointed as Governor for two or more States.
The Chief Justice of the respective High Court administers the oath (Article
159).

II. National News (Polity, Governance &
Economy)

1. Landmark SC Verdict on OBC "Creamy Layer"

Update: Settling a decades-long dispute, the Supreme Court ruled that the
"creamy layer" status for Other Backward Classes (OBC) candidates cannot
be determined solely on the basis of parental income.

Key Details: The Court clarified that parental income derived from salaries
and agricultural land must be excluded when applying the wealth/income
test. The framework for exclusion is meant to be "status-based rather than
purely income-based."

TNPSC Background: The 'Creamy Layer' concept stems from the landmark
Indra Sawhney judgment (1992) to ensure reservation benefits under Article
16(4) reach the genuinely backward classes. This new ruling protects the
children of PSU/PSB employees from being wrongfully excluded due to
fluctuating salary levels, a move welcomed by TN Chief Minister M.K. Stalin
as a victory for social justice.

2. Balancing Privacy and RTI under the DPDP Act
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e Update: The Supreme Court has agreed to examine the definitions of
"personal data" and "public data" under the new Digital Personal Data
Protection (DPDP) Act, 2023.

e The Issue: A petition filed by the Software Freedom Law Center and
journalists argues that the DPDP laws are being used to stall journalists from
accessing public interest data regarding public officeholders. Chief Justice
Surya Kant noted that a careful balance must be struck between the
fundamental right to privacy and the right to information.

3. Economic Indicators: Inflation Hits 10-Month High

o Update: Retail inflation (CPI) in India quickened to a 10-month high of 3.2%
in February 2026.

o Drivers: This uptick was driven primarily by the food and beverages segment
(rising to 3.35%) and personal care/miscellaneous goods (remaining above
19% due to rising gold and silver prices). Economists warn that the ongoing
West Asia crisis could further push up fuel and energy inflation.
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4. Energy Security Amidst Global Conflict

Update: The Union Petroleum
Minister assured the Lok Sabha that
India has secured its crude oil supply
and there is no shortage of petrol,
diesel, or LPG despite the West Asia
conflict.

Action Taken: To prevent hoarding,
the government has directed Oil
Marketing Companies (OMCs) to ~ N
regulate commercial LPG cylinders, allocating only 20% of the average
monthly requirement. India has also diversified its procurement away from
the Gulf to include the U.S., Norway, Canada, Algeria, and Russia.

III. International Relations (Current Affairs)

1. West Asia Escalation and India's Stance

The Conflict: Widespread conflict continues involving the U.S.; Israel, and
Iran. Following the assassination of Iran's Supreme Leader Ali Khamenei, the
newly appointed Supreme Leader, Ayatollah Mojtaba Khamenei, has vowed to
keep the critical Strait of Hormuz closed.

India's Diplomatic Move: India co-sponsored a UN Security Council
resolution alongside Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC) countries condemning
Iran's actions that interfere with international navigation in the Strait of
Hormuz.

Strategic Rationale: The Ministry of External Affairs (MEA) justified this by
highlighting the presence of 10 million Indian diaspora in the GCC and India's
heavy reliance on the region for energy security (importing 50% of its crude
oil and 90% of its LPG from there). However, India is facing criticism from
former diplomats for maintaining "silence" on the U.S. and Israeli strikes,
showing a delicate balancing act in its foreign policy.

2. U.S. Trade Probe Against India
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Update: The U.S. Trade Representative (USTR) has initiated investigations
against 16 economies, including India, under Section 301(b) of the Trade Act
of 1974.

The Allegation: The U.S. alleges that India's trade policies are
"discriminatory" and cites evidence of "structural excess capacity" in sectors
like solar modules, textiles, petrochemicals, and steel. In 2025, India held a
bilateral trade surplus of $58 billion with the U.S.

In-Depth Analysis / Editorials (Mains
Perspective)

1. Justice for all (The Supreme Court & NCERT Textbooks)
The Issue:

The Supreme Court expressed strong displeasure over references to "judicial
corruption" in an NCERT textbook. The Court directed that the members of
the textbook development team should not be associated with any future
curriculum preparation for the next generation.

Editorial Analysis:

The editorial argues that this sweeping directive borders on judicial overreach
and could lead to a miscarriage of justice.

It points out a glaring double standard: while the Court demands that
independent experts (like senior judges) approve chapters related to the
judiciary, it turns a blind eye to historical chapters. The editorial notes that
history textbooks often contain biased narratives—such as portraying Muslim
rulers as uniformly despotic and Hindu kingdoms as benign—which can
foster bigotry.

True textbook writing requires objectivity, not just to impart facts, but to
foster equality, peace, and harmony. Selectively censoring chapters creates a
perception that the judiciary is only interested in protecting its own image.

TNPSC Background (Polity & Governance):

Education in the Constitution: Education was originally a State subject.
The 42nd Amendment Act (1976) moved it to the Concurrent List (List III
of the 7th Schedule), allowing both the Centre and States to legislate on it.
Fundamental Duties: Article 51A(h) mandates citizens "to develop the
scientific temper, humanism and the spirit of inquiry and reform." Textbooks
are the primary vehicle for this constitutional goal.

Contempt of Court: Articles 129 (Supreme Court) and 215 (High Courts)
grant courts the power to punish for contempt. However, constructive
criticism of the judiciary is an essential part of a healthy democracy (Freedom
of Speech - Article 19).

2. Arbitrary and opaque (Concerns over the new EPS 2026)
The Issue:

The Employees' Provident Fund Organisation (EPFO) Central Board of
Trustees abruptly approved the new Employees Pension Scheme (EPS)
2026, replacing the 1995 scheme.

Editorial Analysis:

The move affects approximately 5.4 crore contributing members and 82 lakh
pensioners. The editorial criticizes the government for implementing this
without wide stakeholder consultation.

Over the past decade, EPS rules have been repeatedly altered to the detriment
of employees. For instance, the pensionable salary calculation was changed
from the last 12 months' average to 60 months, significantly reducing the
pension amount.

The new scheme removes the unrestricted option for pension on a higher
salary, classifying it as 'obsolete'. Furthermore, the wage ceiling for PF
contribution remains capped at ¥15,000—a limit set over 11 years ago that
desperately needs upward revision.

TNPSC Background (Economy & Social Justice):

Directive Principles of State Policy (DPSP): Article 41 directs the State to
secure the right to work, education, and public assistance in cases of old age,
sickness, and disablement. Article 43 talks about securing a living wage for
workers.

Social Security: This falls under the Concurrent List. The government
recently consolidated 29 central labour laws into 4 Labour Codes, one of
which is the Code on Social Security, 2020.

3. The promises of reform cannot hide the realities in India's informal
workforce

The Issue:
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The Economic Survey 2025-26 projects that India's new Labour Codes will
increase formalization from 60.4% to 75.5%, generate 77 lakh jobs, and boost
GDP by 1.25%.

Editorial Analysis:

The author argues these projections are highly optimistic and ignore ground
realities. Over 80% of India's workers are in the informal sector and remain
outside the protections of these new codes.

The new codes actually accelerate "informalization" by loosening regulations.
For example, the Occupational Safety Code raises the definition of a "factory"
from 10 to 20 workers (with power), and increases the threshold for prior
approval for lay-offs from 100 to 300 workers.

This allows firms to easily bypass permanent employment. Furthermore,
rebranding labour inspectors as ‘'Inspector-cum-Facilitators" dilutes
enforcement, allowing employers to pay minor fines for serious violations like
wage theft.

TNPSC Background (Economy):

Informal vs. Formal Economy: The informal sector contributes to over 50%
of India's GDP but lacks job security, paid leave, and pensions.

Gig Economy: The new codes mandate platform companies to contribute 1%-
2% of annual turnover for gig worker welfare, but the implementation rules
remain vague. TNPSC Mains often focus on the vulnerability of gig workers.

4. Preparing India for a true-innovation-led economy
The Issue:

The editorial examines India's innovation landscape following the
government's announcement of a massive ¥1,00,000 crore ($12 billion)
Research, Development, and Innovation
(RDI) Fund.

Editorial Analysis:

Despite heavy government funding, India
suffers from low R&D intensity and a weak
bridge between research and commercial EENITST 280

entrepreneurship. TO INNOVATION-LED ECONOMY
The core issue is inadequate private sector
participation. While there are "green shoots"
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in the commercial space sector and Deep Tech startups, major private
industries need to invest long-term capital.

A key metric for the future will be how many Indian-origin patents feature in
the Standard Essential Patents (SEP) list when the global 6G network is rolled
out.

TNPSC Background (Science & Tech):

R&D Expenditure: India’s Gross Expenditure on R&D (GERD) has stagnated
at around 0.65% to 0.7% of GDP for decades, well below the global average
(around 1.8%) and nations like Israel and South Korea (over 4%).

Patent Regime: India's Intellectual Property Rights (IPR) policy aims to boost
domestic patent filings to prevent technology monopolies by foreign entities.

5. Parley (Opinion): Is India tailing the U.S. in its West Asia policy?
The Issue:

A discussion on India's diplomatic positioning amidst the escalating conflict
involving Israel, the U.S., and Iran (including the recent assassination of
Iran's Supreme Leader).

Editorial Analysis:

Experts point out that India has maintained "strategic ambiguity." PM Modi's
recent visit to Israel showed solidarity, while India has remained notably silent
on the Iranian Supreme Leader's assassination.

While this neutrality serves national security interests (Israel is a top defence
supplier), it puts strain on India's historic ties with Iran, which are crucial for
connectivity to Central Asia (Chabahar Port).

The ongoing war has stalled the India-Middle East-Europe Economic
Corridor (IMEC). Track-two diplomacy and interventions by nations like
India, China, and Indonesia are urgently needed to facilitate a ceasefire.

TNPSC Background (International Relations & Geography):

Choke Points: The Strait of Hormuz, currently threatened with closure by
Iran, sees about 20% to 34% of the world's oil pass through it.

Energy Security: India imports about 50% of its crude oil and 90% of its LPG
from the Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC) countries.

IMEC: Launched at the G20 Summit in New Delhi (2023), this corridor was
designed to connect India to Europe via the UAE, Saudi Arabia, Jordan, and
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Israel—acting as a counter to China's Belt and Road Initiative (BRI). It is
currently practically suspended due to the regional war.
