1. Tamil Nadu Current Affairs & Regional
Developments

A. Port-Led Development & Tourism Expansion (Sagarmala Project)

The News: The Union Government has recently added 14 new seaports for e-
visa entry and widened immigration access, directly

benefiting Tamil Nadu's coastal economy and cruise

tourism. m
Group 1 Background (Economy/Geography): Tamil W

Nadu holds a strategic maritime position with major -

ports like Chennai, Kamarajar (Ennore), and V.O. SAGARMALA
Chidambaranar (Thoothukudi). The expansion of FORT-LERARORRRAITY
Integrated Check Posts (ICPs) decentralizes

immigration infrastructure. For TNPSC Mains, link this to the Sagarmala
Programme, which aims to reduce logistics costs for EXIM and domestic trade
with minimal infrastructure investment. This move not only boosts coastal

tourism hubs along the Tamil Nadu coast but also facilitates easier foreign direct
investment (FDI) and business travel for the state's manufacturing sectors.

B. Tamil Nadu Assembly Elections 2026: Constitutional Dynamics

The News: With the Tamil Nadu Assembly Elections currently dominating the
state's landscape, discussions around cooperative federalism, financial
devolution, and state autonomy are at the forefront of political campaigns.
Group 1 Background (Polity): For Paper II (Polity), aspirants must focus heavily
on Centre-State relations. Key areas to revise include the role of the Finance
Commission (Article 280) regarding tax devolution, the powers of the Election
Commission of India (Article 324) in enforcing the Model Code of Conduct, and
anti-defection laws (Tenth Schedule). The state's historical socio-economic
development model (often termed the Dravidian Model) is also a highly probable
topic for essay and social issues papers.

2. National News & Governance



A. Project 75I: India-Germany Submarine Deal -~

The News: India and Germany are finalizing a $12 INDI A'GERMANY

billion deal for the domestic manufacture of six | PARTMERSHIP DIVES DEEPER:

Group 1 Background (Science & Tech / Security):
Project 75 (India) is a crucial military acquisition
initiative by the Ministry of Defence under the
strategic partnership model. The objective is to build
diesel-electric submarines equipped with Air- |
Independent Propulsion (AIP) technology. AIP
allows non-nuclear submarines to operate without
access to atmospheric oxygen, drastically increasing
their underwater endurance and stealth capabilities.
This aligns with the "Make in India" initiative and is vital for countering the
growing naval footprint of adversaries in the Indian Ocean Region (IOR).

B. Creation of the 'Bharat Maritime Insurance Pool' (BMI Pool)

The News: The Union Cabinet has approved the BMI Pool, backed by a massive
sovereign guarantee of 312,980 crore.

Group 1 Background (Economy): Maritime insurance has historically been
monopolized by Western financial institutions. Due to ongoing geopolitical
conflicts (such as the crisis in the Middle East and Red Sea shipping lane
attacks), global insurance premiums have skyrocketed, severely hurting Indian
exporters. The BMI Pool acts as a safety net, ensuring continuous and affordable
insurance coverage for Indian shipments. This secures India's supply chains,
stabilizes the EXIM sector, and protects the broader economy from external
global shocks.

C. MeitY Proposes Stricter IT Rules for AI-Generated Content

The News: The Ministry of Electronics and Information Technology (MeitY) has
proposed  strict regulations targeting deepfakes and Al-generated
misinformation.

Group 1 Background (Governance & Tech): The proliferation of Generative Al
poses severe threats to democratic integrity, especially during election cycles.
For the Mains examination, connect this to the Information Technology
(Intermediary Guidelines and Digital Media Ethics Code) Rules, 2021. The
debate centers on holding social media intermediaries accountable for
algorithmic bias and synthetic media, balanced against the fundamental right to
privacy (Puttaswamy judgement) and freedom of speech (Article 19).

3. International Relations



A. Escalation in the Middle East & US Naval Blockade

The News: Tensions in the Strait of Hormuz remain critical, with the US
enforcing a naval blockade on Iran. While temporary ceasefires are being
negotiated, global shipping remains severely disrupted.

Group 1 Background (IR & Economy): The Strait of Hormuz is a global
geopolitical chokepoint through which roughly 20% of the world's oil
consumption passes. For India, this crisis is a direct threat to energy security.
Furthermore, conflicts in this region impact India's fertilizer imports. As global
supply chains choke, import prices rise, significantly increasing the Government
of India's subsidy burden (particularly for Urea). This can lead to heavy fiscal
stress, distorted consumption patterns, and a wider fiscal deficit.

B. India-South Korea Bilateral Trade Target of $50 Billion

The News: India and South Korea have committed to elevating their bilateral
trade to $50 billion by 2030 under their Special Strategic Partnership.

Group 1 Background: South Korea is a cornerstone of India's "Act East" policy.
The two nations are currently reviewing their Comprehensive Economic
Partnership Agreement (CEPA) to ensure a more balanced trade dynamic. This
relationship is incredibly important for Tamil Nadu, as the state is a massive
manufacturing hub for South Korean automotive and electronics giants (e.g.,
Hyundai in Sriperumbudur).

4. Science, Technology & Environment
A. ISRO’s Uncrewed Gaganyaan Mission (2026)

The News: ISRO is gearing up for its highly anticipated uncrewed Gaganyaan
test flights (Gaganyaan-1 and Gaganyaan-2) throughout 2026. The spacecraft
will carry the humanoid robot 'Vyommitra'.

Group 1 Background (Science & Tech):
The Gaganyaan project is India's Human
Spaceflight Programme. The ultimate
goal is to launch a crew of three
members to a Low Earth Orbit (LEO) of
400 km for a 3-day mission and bring J
them safely back to Earth. The 2026
uncrewed missions are critical for
"human-rating" the Launch Vehicle ; S
Mark-3 (LVM3)—meaning proving the rocket is safe enough to carry humans—
and testing the orbital modules and crew escape systems. Success here makes
India the fourth nation globally to independently achieve human spaceflight.




B. India's 99th Ramsar Site: Shekha Jheel

The News: Shekha Jheel Bird Sanctuary in Uttar _
Pradesh has been officially designated as India's
99th Ramsar site.

Group 1 Background (Environment): The
Ramsar Convention (signed in 1971) is an
international treaty for the conservation of |
wetlands. Environmental governance is a major
syllabus component for TNPSC. Aspirants must
link this national news to Tamil Nadu’s own £
ecological profile. Tamil Nadu currently holds NDIA’S 99TH RAMSAR SITE
the highest number of Ramsar sites in India, RRIGHEEEGEELEVERIZEIISSS
including crucial ecosystems like Pallikaranai THANEVER

Marsh, Point Calimere, and the Pichavaram
Mangroves. Understanding the role of these wetlands in groundwater recharge,
flood mitigation, and biodiversity conservation is essential for the Mains exam.

S. Important Editorials (TNPSC Mains
Perspective)

Editorial 1: The Delimitation Dilemma and Southern Apprehensions

Subject Linkage: General Studies (Indian Polity - Constitution, Parliament,
Centre-State Relations)

The Core Issue:

The impending lifting of the freeze on constituency delimitation (set to happen
after the first census post-2026) has triggered serious debates. Southern states,
particularly Tamil Nadu and Kerala, face the risk of losing parliamentary
representation due to their successful population control measures compared to
Northern states.

Group 1 Background & Analysis:

Constitutional Provisions: Delimitation is mandated under Article 82
(Readjustment after each census) and Article 170 (Composition of State
Legislative Assemblies).

The 84th Amendment Act (2001): This amendment extended the freeze on the
number of Lok Sabha seats up to the year 2026 to encourage states to pursue
population stabilization without the fear of losing political leverage.



The "Penalty for Success" Argument: Tamil Nadu’s Total Fertility Rate (TFR) is
well below the replacement level of 2.1. The editorial argues that reducing the
state's MP count punishes it for strictly adhering to the Union Government's
family planning initiatives from the 1970s onwards.

Mains Application: When writing an essay or Polity answer on "Cooperative
Federalism," use this as a primary case study. Suggest solutions like decoupling
Lok Sabha seats from population entirely (maintaining the current ratio) while
only readjusting internal territorial boundaries, or strengthening the Rajya
Sabha to ensure equal state representation akin to the US Senate.

Editorial 2: Re-evaluating Fiscal Federalism and the 16th Finance
Commission

Subject Linkage: General Studies (Indian Economy - Resource allocation,
Centre-State financial relations)

The Core Issue:

Editorials are heavily focusing on the terms of reference for the 16th Finance
Commission. States with high GDP contributions and excellent socio-economic
indicators (like Tamil Nadu) argue that the current tax devolution formula
disproportionately favors poorer, highly populated states at the expense of
developing infrastructure in high-growth states.

Group 1 Background & Analysis:

The Devolution Formula: Under Article 280, the Finance Commission decides
how the divisible pool of taxes is shared. Currently, criteria like "Income
Distance" and "Population" hold massive weight.

Cess and Surcharges: A major grievance highlighted in the editorials is the
Union Government's increasing reliance on Cesses and Surcharges (which are
kept out of the divisible pool under Article 270). This shrinks the actual pie
shared with the states.

The Demographic Dividend Overlap: Tamil Nadu contributes heavily to direct
and indirect taxes but gets back significantly less for every rupee contributed.
The editorial warns that starving growth engines of funds will eventually hurt
the national GDP.

Mains Application: In your Economy paper, highlight the concept of

Editorial 3: The Urban Climate Crisis — From Floods to Droughts



Subject Linkage: General Studies (Geography & Environmental Issues -
Disaster Management, Climate Change)

The Core Issue:

Recent analyses focus on the severe climate paradox in major metropolitan
areas, specifically Chennai, which swings brutally between catastrophic
monsoon flooding and severe summer water scarcity.

Group 1 Background & Analysis:

The Concretization Problem: Unplanned urban expansion has destroyed
critical wetlands (like the Pallikaranai marsh) and disrupted natural drainage
basins (Kosathalaiyar, Adyar, and Cooum).

Sponge Cities Concept: The editorial advocates for the transition to the "Sponge
City" model—integrating green infrastructure, permeable pavements, and
restoring traditional Eris (tanks) to absorb rainwater rather than funneling it into
the sea.

Policy Linkage: Relate this to the Tamil Nadu State Action Plan on Climate
Change (TNSAPCC) and the state's active push towards restoring Ramsar sites.

India Semiconductor Mission (ISM): A specialized business division aiming to
build a vibrant semiconductor and display ecosystem to enable India’s
emergence as a global electronics manufacturing hub.

Tamil Nadu’s Strategic Advantage: Tamil Nadu is pivoting from just
automobile manufacturing to advanced electronics. The state's new
semiconductor and advanced manufacturing policies aim to capture this market,
leveraging the existing highly skilled engineering workforce.



Mains Application: Connect this to "Strategic Autonomy." Semiconductors are
the "new oil" (critical for everything from smartphones to defense systems).
Highlight how state-level industrial policies complement national missions to
reduce import reliance on countries like China and Taiwan.
