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1. Tamil Nadu Current Affairs

3rd Synchronised Nilgiri Tahr Survey (Environment & Biodiversity):

The Tamil Nadu Forest Department has commenced the third synchronised
survey of the Nilgiri Tahr, the State Animal
of Tamil Nadu, covering its entire range
across the State.

This exercise is conducted in coordination
with the Kerala Forest Department to
ensure simultaneous counting across the
shared Western Ghats landscape, thereby
preventing duplication of counts.

The initiative operates under 'Project Nilgiri
Tahr' (launched in October 2023) and is
supported by the Wildlife Trust of India and
the ITUCN.

For the first time, a dedicated mobile application called Varudaiis being used for
real-time data collection, GPS tracking, and standardised reporting.

Olive Ridley Turtles Reach the 'Sri Lanka Dome' (Ecology):
Olive Ridley turtles released from the Tamil
Nadu coast have migrated to the Sri Lanka
Dome, a highly productive ocean region.

The Sri Lanka Dome is formed by seasonal &
upwelling that brings cool, nutrient-rich waters
to the surface, triggering plankton blooms that
attract turtles and other marine life.

This discovery was made through a first-of-its-
kind satellite telemetry study launched in
January 2026, implemented in partnership with
the Wildlife Institute of India to track nesting behavior and migration routes.

IIT-Madras Geothermal Power Project (Science & Technology / Energy):
The Indian Institute of Technology (IIT) Madras is piloting a renewable energy
project to generate electricity from abandoned oil and gas wells using geothermal
energy.

The pilot project is being established at an Oil and Natural Gas Corporation
(ONGQC,) site in Ankleshwar near Surat, Gujarat.

Funded by the Ministry of New and Renewable Energy with X15.5 crore, it aims
to produce up to 450 kW of continuous power.



Tiruvallur's Green Polling Booths (Governance & Environment):

During the recent State Assembly elections, the Tiruvallur district
administration utilized 'Khadi Prakritik paint' to coat six schools acting as model
polling booths.

This eco-friendly, non-toxic paint has an anti-fungal formula, uses sustainable
ingredients, and naturally keeps the interiors cool.

The same initiative was used to establish the district's first "green anganwadi" in
Munivel Nagar, featuring solar panels and a play area made from old tyres.

Virudhunagar Firecracker Unit Blasts (Disaster Management):

At least 25 workers lost their lives in a series of explosions at a fireworks unit in
Kattanarpatti, Virudhunagar district.

Eighteen of the victims hailed from the single village of Servaikaranpatti.

Gross safety violations were noted, such as the unauthorized operation of the
unit on a Sunday and overcrowding of sheds during chemical mixing.

2. National Current Affairs

Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) MPs Defection to BJP (Polity):

The AAP announced it will seek the disqualification of its seven Rajya Sabha
members who recently broke away from the party to join the BJP.

The AAP claims this defection is unconstitutional under the anti-defection law
(Tenth Schedule), arguing that a two-thirds split holds no legal validity if not
recognized as a proper merger.

Operation 'Wings of Dawn' (International Relations & Internal Security):
Amidst the ongoing war in West Asia, the Israeli g

Launch of Skyroot's 'Vikram-I' Rocket (Space Technology):



Skyroot Aerospace, a private Indian space-tech
startup, had its orbital rocket, 'Vikram-I', flagged off
from its Hyderabad facility.

It is India's first privately developed orbital rocket,
standing 23 metres tall, and is capable of carrying a
300 kg payload to space.

Mandatory Newspaper Reading in Karnataka Schools (Education Policy):
The Department of School Education and Literacy in Karnataka has mandated
that students in all government, aided, and unaided schools read Kannada
newspapers for at least 10 minutes every day.

This initiative was proposed by the Karnataka State Commission for Protection
of Child Rights (KSCPCR) to curb mobile addiction and improve vocabulary
among youths.

3. International Current Affairs

U.S. Sanctions Threaten Chabahar Port (International Relations):

India faces a critical test of its "Strategic Autonomy" as a U.S. sanctions waiver
regarding the Chabahar port in Iran is set to end on April 26.

India is placed in a difficult position where it must choose between abandoning
the 23-year-old strategic port project or risking economic sanctions.

U.S. Envoys Cancel Pakistan Trip Over Iran Talks (Geopolitics):

U.S. President Donald Trump cancelled the trip of his envoys to Pakistan, who
were scheduled to hold peace talks with Iranian officials.

The cancellation happened immediately after Iranian Foreign Minister Abbas
Araghchi met with the Pakistani military and civilian leadership in Islamabad.



4. Editorial Analysis & Background Information
(Highly Important for Mains)

1. Anti-Defection Law (10th Schedule) & Political Mergers

TNPSC Syllabus Relevance: Indian Polity (Constitution, Union Executive,
Legislature, and Electoral Reforms).

The Context (Current Affairs): The Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) has sought the
disqualification of its seven Rajya Sabha MPs who
recently defected to the Bharatiya Janata Party
(BJP). This has sparked a constitutional debate
on what constitutes a valid "merger" under the
anti-defection law.

Constitutional Background: * The Anti-
Defection Law was introduced via the 52nd
Constitutional Amendment Act, 1985, adding ™ '
the 10th Schedule to the Constitution to combat the "Aaya Ram Gaya Ram"
culture of political defections.

Paragraph 4 Exception: The law provides an exception for "mergers." A member
is not disqualified if their original political party merges with another party,
provided that at least two-thirds (2/3rd) of the members of the legislature party
agree to the merger.

Critical Analysis for Group 1 Mains:

The "Deemed Merger" Loophole: In a 2022 judgment regarding Goa Congress
MLAs, the Bombay High Court ruled that if two-thirds of a legislative party splits
and joins another party, it is considered a valid "deemed merger" within the
legislature, even if the parent political party at the national level has not merged.
The Rajya Sabha Anomaly: Legal experts point out a unique democratic
disconnect in the Upper House. Rajya Sabha MPs are elected by State MLAs. In
this scenario, the AAP MLAs in Punjab have not defected, yet the MPs they
elected have switched sides. Allowing Rajya Sabha MPs to merge independently
effectively subverts the mandate of the State Assembly that elected them.

Way Forward: Various electoral reform committees (like the Dinesh Goswami
Committee) have previously recommended deleting the Tenth Schedule's
exemption for splits and mergers to prevent mass defections.

2. UNCLOS and the Geopolitical Crisis in the Strait of Hormuz

TNPSC Syllabus Relevance: Geography (World Geography), International
Relations, and Global Economy.

The Context (Current Affairs): Iran's recent actions of seizing and blocking
merchant vessels in the Strait of Hormuz have triggered a global shipping crisis,
prompting intervention from the International Maritime Organization (IMO).



Geographical Background: * The Strait of Hormuz is a vital maritime
chokepoint connecting the Persian Gulf to the Gulf of Oman and the Arabian
Sea.

It is the world's most important oil transit chokepoint, handling roughly 20
percent of global crude oil consumption.

International Law (UNCLOS 1982):
The United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea (UNCLOS) establishes the
legal framework for marine and maritime activities.

At its narrowest point, the Strait of Hormuz falls entirely within the territorial
waters of Iran and Oman.

Critical Analysis for Group 1 Mains:

Transit Passage vs. Freedom of Navigation: While ships enjoy absolute
"Freedom of Navigation" in international waters (High Seas), international straits
like Hormuz are governed by the rule of "Transit Passage." Under UNCLOS, all
ships (including military and merchant vessels) have the right of unimpeded
transit passage through international straits.

Legal Breach: Therefore, under international maritime law, Iran cannot
arbitrarily deny permission, stop, or regulate the traffic of foreign merchant ships
transiting the strait, even if the ships are passing through its overlapping
territorial waters.

3. Industrial Safety & Social Security: The Sivakasi Fireworks Tragedies

TNPSC Syllabus Relevance: Social Issues in India and Tamil Nadu, Economy of
Tamil Nadu, Disaster Management.

The Context (Current Affairs): A massive explosion at a fireworks
manufacturing unit in Virudhunagar district claimed the lives of 25 workers,
highlighting severe, recurring administrative and industrial safety failures in the
region.

Socio-Economic Background:

Virudhunagar is an arid, rain-shadow region. Due to the historical failure of
agriculture (particularly cotton farming) and a lack of alternative industrial
employment, highly vulnerable laborers are forced into the hazardous firecracker
and matchbox industries.

Economic desperation forces laborers to accept highly dangerous work for wages
as low as Rs. 500 per day.

Critical Analysis for Group 1 Mains:

Systemic Safety Violations: Tragedies frequently occur due to illegal sub-
leasing of factory licenses. Unlicensed contractors often cram up to 50 workers
into sheds legally permitted to hold only four, specifically in the highly volatile
chemical mixing rooms.



Administrative Lapses: There is a severe lack of enforcement regarding Sunday
closures and maximum capacity limits. The absence of biometric attendance
systems makes it nearly impossible for authorities to accurately identify
casualties immediately after a blast.

Proposed Solutions: Social activists and labor unions are demanding the
establishment of dedicated Skin Banks in local government hospitals for severe
burn victims, the permanent cancellation (not just temporary suspension) of
licenses for violators, and the invocation of the Goondas Act against factory
owners guilty of gross negligence.

4. U.S. Sanctions and India's "Strategic Autonomy" (Chabahar Port)

TNPSC Syllabus Relevance: Current Affairs, International Relations (India's
Foreign Policy).

The Context (Current Affairs): The United States' sanctions waiver granted to
India for the development and operation of the Chabahar Port in Iran is
scheduled to expire on April 26.

Strategic Background:

The Chabahar Port (located in the Sistan-Balochistan province of Iran) is a
cornerstone of India's geopolitical strategy.

It provides India with crucial, direct sea-land access to Afghanistan, Central
Asia, and Russia, completely bypassing Pakistan. It is a critical node in the
International North-South Transport Corridor (INSTC).

Critical Analysis for Group 1 Mains:

The Diplomatic Tightrope: The expiration of the waiver places India in a
difficult diplomatic position. India must balance its heavy strategic and financial
investments in the Iranian port against the threat of secondary economic
sanctions from the United States.

Strategic Autonomy: This situation serves as a classic case study of India's
"Strategic Autonomy"—the ability to pursue its independent national interests
and maintain bilateral relations with Iran, independent of Western geopolitical
pressures and foreign policy dictates.
