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1. Tamil Nadu Current Affairs

Maternity Leave for Third Pregnancy Overturned: * Background:
The Madras High Court strongly disapproved of a Tamil Nadu
Government Order (G.O. dated March 13,
2026) that sought to restrict maternity leave
to just 12 weeks for a woman government
servant's third pregnancy.

Ruling: The Court set aside the restriction
and ordered the state to grant the full 365 &
days of maternity leave for the third pregnancy, just as it does for the
first two. The Bench emphasized that the physical suffering and
pre/post-delivery care required by the mother remain the same
regardless of whether it is her first or third child.

Madras High Court: Maternit

Cauvery Water Dispute (CWMA Meeting):

Background: During the 50th meeting of the Cauvery Water
Management Authority (CWMA) held in New Delhi, the Tamil Nadu
government firmly rejected a demand placed by Karnataka.

Issue: Karnataka requested that the surplus water released to Tamil
Nadu during 2025-26 be accounted for and adjusted against the
standard monthly schedule. Tamil Nadu rejected this, arguing that
Karnataka cannot account for surplus floodwater that it was simply
unable to store in its own reservoirs. Tamil Nadu also insisted on its
mandatory 2.5 tmc monthly environmental flow.

CBI Probe into Transformer Procurement: * Details: The Madras
High Court ordered a Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI) probe into
alleged massive irregularities in a 397-crore transformer
procurement process. This occurred during the tenure of former
Electricity Minister V. Senthilbalaji between 2021 and 2023. The
court noted that the state's Directorate of Vigilance and Anti-
Corruption (DVAC) attempted to improperly downgrade the
investigation to shield high-ranking officials.



Secular Guardian Laws: * Details: The Madurai Bench of the
Madras High Court appointed a Hindu couple as the legal guardians
of a Muslim child. The Court observed that the Guardians and Wards
Act of 1890 is religion-neutral, stating that its primary parens patriae
jurisdiction dictates that the ultimate welfare of the child supersedes
religious considerations.

2. National Current Affairs

NSO Household Consumption Health Survey: * Data Highlights:
The National Statistical Office (NSO) reported a vast improvement in
India's health-seeking behavior.

Insurance & Care: Government health insurance coverage expanded
massively from 12.9% to 45.5% in rural areas, and from 8.9% to
31.8% in urban areas. Institutional deliveries rose to 95.6% in rural
regions and 97.8% in urban regions.

Affordability: Out-of-pocket expenditure (OOPE) for more than half
of hospitalizations in public facilities was recorded at merely 31,100,
while the median OOPE for outpatient care in public facilities has
dropped to zero, showcasing the success of free drug and diagnostic
schemes.

Supreme Court on Hate Speech: * Observation: The Supreme
Court observed that hate speech stems

NMC Removes MBBS Seat Ceilings: *

arbitrary limit that restricted states to 100 MBBS seats per 10 lakh
population, which will allow greater flexibility in establishing new
medical infrastructure.

U.S. Returns 657 Trafficked Artefacts to India: * Restitution: U.S.
authorities returned 657 stolen cultural antiquities valued at nearly
$14 million to India.

Key Artefacts: The recovered treasures include a $7.5 million red
sandstone Buddha figure standing in the abhaya mudra (gesture of
protection) and a bronze Avalokiteshvara figure crafted by
Dronaditya of Sirpur. These were seized from the networks of
notorious smugglers like Subash Kapoor and Nancy Wiener.
