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I. Tamil Nadu State News
1. State Assembly Elections 2026 Data

Out of 5,73,43,291 total electors in Tamil Nadu, 4,87,98,833 cast their votes on
April 23, resulting in a substantial 85.1% voter turnout across 75,064 polling
booths.

The women voter turnout stood at 86.2%, which was noticeably higher than the
men's turnout of 83.96%.

In 15 Assembly segments, the turnout for women exceeded that of men by more
than 10 percentage points.

The Election Commission has arranged elaborate security for the counting of
votes on May 4 across 62 counting centres, employing a three-tier security
mechanism with QR code-based photo identity cards.

2. Social Justice: High Court Directive on B.R. Ambedkar

The Madurai Bench of the Madras High Court directed the Tamil Nadu
government to introduce lessons on the contributions of B.R. Ambedkar in the
social science curriculum for Classes 3 to 10.

The court emphasized that Ambedkar's legacy goes far beyond his role as
Chairman of the Drafting Committee and is integral to the constitutional vision
of justice, liberty, equality, and fraternity.

The State is expected to implement this curricular inclusion starting from the
2027-28 academic year.

3. Governance & Child Welfare: Para-Legal Volunteers Scheme

Tamil Nadu reports approximately 8,000 cases of missing children annually.

To address this, the State government rolled out a scheme in March to empanel
Para-Legal Volunteers (PLVs) at police stations.

Under Acts like the Juvenile Justice Act and the Prohibition of Child Marriage
Act, PLVs will assist parents, liaise with police authorities, and ensure the child
receives post-tracing welfare measures.

Notable Personalities / Obituaries

Dr. Meena Muthiah, the Kumararani of Chettinad, passed away at the age of 91.
She was a distinguished educationist, philanthropist, and founder of the
Chettinad Vidyashram.

She was also a recipient of the Living Craft Treasure Award from the Tamil Nadu
government for her significant work in preserving and promoting Tanjore
painting.



II. National News (Polity, Economy, & Environment)
1. Disaster Management: Cell Broadcast Alert System

Union Telecom Minister Jyotiraditya Scindia launched an indigenous Cell
Broadcast Alert System designed to warn citizens instantly about emergencies
and natural disasters.

The system pushes critical public safety alerts directly to mobile phones and was
developed by C-DOT in collaboration with the National Disaster Management
Authority (NDMA).

2. Economy: FDI Norms Eased

The Finance Ministry notified changes under F DI

the Foreign Exchange Management Act FOREIGN DIRECT INVESTMENT
(FEMA) to relax Foreign Direct Investment
(FDI) rules.

Foreign companies with up to 10% Chinese or
Hong Kong shareholding are now eligible to
invest in India under the automatic route in permitted sectors.

However, this relaxation does not apply to entities directly registered in China,
Hong Kong, or any other countries that share a land border with India.

3. Environment: NGT Directive on Clean Air Funds

The National Green Tribunal (NGT) Southern Zone Bench mandated strict, time-
bound implementation of State Action Plans under the National Clean Air
Programme (NCAP) for all five southern States and Puducherry.

The tribunal highlighted disproportionate
expenditures (e.g., spending 86% of funds on road
dust control but very little on vehicular emissions)
and warned that continued under-utilization of
clean air funds would attract environmental
compensation. (o

A medical professional petitioned that the test might itself induce brain death by
stopping or reducing cerebral blood flow. The court has directed AIIMS to form
an expert team to review the protocols.

5. Internal Security: Chhattisgarh Explosion

Four District Reserve Guard (DRG) policemen were killed in Kanker district,
Chhattisgarh, due to an accidental explosion involving a gunpowder dump.

The explosives were left behind by Maoists and detonated during a police search-
and-disposal operation.

ITII. International Relations & Geopolitics
1. Historic Shift: UAE Exits OPEC and OPEC+

Background: The UAE officially exited the
Organization of the Petroleum Exporting
Countries (OPEC) and the broader OPEC+
alliance on May 1.

Reasons: The UAE seeks to swiftly boost its oil ‘
production to fund its diversified economy and N
energy transition, putting it at odds with Saudi : ‘
Arabia's strategy of curtailing production to '
control global prices. The two nations also have UAE HAS OFFICIALLY ANNOUNCED ITS
conflicting foreign policy agendas in Yemen, OECISION TO WITHORAW FROM BOTH
Sudan, and Libya. OPEC AND THE D‘FEC‘f ALLIANCE
Impact on India: India, which maintains toxyed

excellent relations with the UAE, could benefit

immensely. If the UAE's increased production drives down global oil prices,
Indian refineries can negotiate flexible, long-term contracts and leverage
enhanced oil flows from the UAE's Fujairah port.

2. U.S.-Iran Tensions

A senior Iranian military officer warned that renewed conflict between the U.S.
and Iran is likely.

This statement followed U.S. President Donald Trump's rejection of a recent
Iranian negotiating proposal, complicating the fragile ceasefire that had been
holding since April 8.

Editorial 1: How Heat-Action Plans are Turning into Mandates

(Relevance: TNPSC Mains Paper - Environment & Disaster Management; -

1. Context & The Need for Localized Planning

Historically, India’s climate planning has relied on generic, top-down
approaches.

However, climate impact is highly localized. For example, commercial hubs like
T. Nagar in Chennai experience significantly higher temperatures (often hitting
35°C) than surrounding areas due to "urban heat-islands" caused by dense
buildings and AC exhausts.

India is now shifting towards micro-level, localized strategies to address specific
regional vulnerabilities rather than generic State Action Plans on Climate
Change (SAPCCs).

2. Tamil Nadu’s Proactive Role

Tamil Nadu is at the forefront of climate action in India due to significant
government buy-in, multi-sectoral efforts, and proactive investments.

TNGCC: In 2024, the State established the Tamil Nadu Green Climate
Company (TNGCC), a dedicated nodal agency for all climate action.

Chennai’s Third Master Plan: Led by the Chennai Metropolitan Development
Authority (CMDA) and supported by C40 Cities, this plan integrates heat
mitigation specifically targeting vulnerable urban heat-islands.

Interventions: Solutions being explored include passive cooling, operational
advisories to set AC temperatures at 24-26°C, and using mechanical fans to
extract hot air.

3. National Initiatives & Best Practices from Other States

Institutional Integration: Environmental goals are being embedded into
executive processes. For example, Maharashtra's Ratnagiri district integrated
climate resilience directly into its three-year district development plan rather
than keeping it as a separate, ignorable document.

Tracking & Data: The "India Climate and Energy Dashboard," developed by NITI
Aayog and the Vasudha Foundation, integrates data from various ministries to
monitor national climate progress. Similarly, the PM Surya Ghar portal tracks
rooftop solar adoption across States.

Task Forces: Cities like Thane are using a 'responsibility matrix' to strengthen
inter-departmental coordination for heatwave preparedness, response, and long-
term mitigation.

4. Financial & Institutional Challenges



Despite drafting plans, implementation falters due to a lack of clear ownership
and institutional barriers.

Way Forward in Financing: The 16th Finance Commission has recommended
making heatwaves a "nationally notified disaster". This categorization will unlock
significant disaster management funds for cities to build heat resilience.

Through clever chemical modifications, scientists create nucleotide analogs.
Applications: These analogs are critical for highly sensitive PCR diagnostic kits
(used for Tuberculosis and Dengue) and therapeutics (like the antiviral drug
Remdesivir, which stops viral proliferation). They are also used to silence genes
responsible for diseases like kidney stones.

3. Economic Challenges for Indian SMEs

Innovation-driven Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs) in India are struggling
to compete with global multinational corporations (MNCs) due to systemic
economic issues.

Inverted Duty Structure: This is a major economic hurdle where the tax on raw
materials is higher than the tax on the finished product. Post-GST 2.0, SMEs



import raw materials (like Active Pharmaceutical Ingredients) at 18% GST, but
sell their finished formulations at just 5% GST.

Impact: This inversion gap traps their working capital in unutilized Input Tax
Credit (ITC), increases borrowing burdens, and puts them at a disadvantage.

4. Government Initiatives & The Way Forward

Programs like the Biopharma SHAKTI initiative and the BioE3 Policy aim to
promote biotech startups and create domestic demand for molecular biology kits
and reagents.

India now has around 11,000 biotech startups across clusters in Bengaluru,
Lucknow, the NCR, and Hyderabad’s Genome Valley.
