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Tamil Nadu Current Affairs
Appointment of Tamil Nadu DGP/HoPF

Current Update: The Union Public Service Commission (UPSC) is convening an
Empanelment Committee Meeting to shortlist three officers for the post of
Director-General of Police/Head of the Police Force (DGP/HoPF) for Tamil Nadu.
Seema Agarwal currently tops the seniority list.

Background (Prakash Singh Case): As per the Supreme Court guidelines in the
landmark Prakash Singh case, the appointed DGP/HoPF must have a minimum
tenure of two years, irrespective of their date of superannuation. The Supreme
Court recently clarified that states should not appoint officers on the last date of
their retirement just to artificially extend their service by two years.

3. India-Nepal Border Dispute Resurfaces

Current Update: Ahead of Indian Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri's visit to
Kathmandu, Nepal has reiterated its territorial
claims over the Kalapani-Limpiyadhura-Lipulekh
region to both India and China.

Historical Context: Nepal bases its claim on the
Treaty of Sugauli of 1816, stating that
territories east of the Mahakali river belong to
Nepal.

India's Stance: The Ministry of External Affairs
(MEA) rejected these claims, asserting that the
Lipulekh Pass has been a long-standing route for
the Kailash Manasarovar Yatra since 1954 and
Nepal's claims lack historical evidence.
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International Current Affairs
1. Iran-US Geopolitical Tensions

Ultimatum: Iran's Revolutionary Guards issued an ultimatum to the United
States, stating the US must choose between an "impossible" military operation
or a "bad deal".

Peace Proposal: Iran submitted a 14-point peace plan to Washington via
Pakistani mediators, which proposed reopening the Strait of Hormuz and ending
the US naval blockade. US President Donald Trump rejected the proposal.



Strategic Impact: Iran continues to leverage the Strait of Hormuz—a critical
chokepoint for the global oil supply—as a strategic weapon in the ongoing
conflict.

2. Global Economy: OPEC+ Production Quotas

Decision: The OPEC+ alliance (including Saudi Arabia, Russia, and five other
nations) has agreed to increase its oil production quota by 188,000 barrels per
day for June.

UAE's Exit: This decision comes immediately after the shock withdrawal of the
United Arab Emirates (UAE) from the cartel.

Economic Impact: Despite the quota hike, actual oil exports are heavily
constrained due to the ongoing blockade of the Strait of Hormuz by Iran.
