1. Tamil Nadu News

Tamil Nadu Assembly Election 2026 Results: * Actor C. Joseph Vijay’s
Tamilaga Vettri Kazhagam (TVK) emerged as the single-largest party in the state,
winning 108 out of 234 Assembly seats.

Since TVK fell short of a simple majority (118 seats), they have sought support
from the Congress (5 seats) and the CPI(M) (2 seats) to form the government.

The Tamil Nadu Congress Committee (TNCC) agreed to offer support, on the
strict condition that TVK must not seek the backing of the lone BJP MLA or any
of its alliance partners.

Governor Rajendra Vishwanath Arlekar has officially accepted the resignation of
outgoing Chief Minister M.K. Stalin.

Crucial Election Margins:

Highest Margin: AIADMK general secretary Edappadi K. Palaniswami secured
the state's highest victory margin, winning the Edappadi constituency by 98,110
votes.

Lowest Margin: In the Tirupattur constituency, TVK candidate Seenivasa
Sethupathy R. defeated the incumbent DMK MLA, K.R. Periakaruppan, by an
incredibly narrow margin of just 1 vote.

Infrastructure & Environment:

Metro Rail Phase II: The 14.6 km stretch from Poonamallee to Vadapalani via
Porur (part of the 118.9-km Phase II project) has received final approvals and is
ready for inauguration by the new government.

Green Mobility: Southern Railway has successfully installed battery recharge
and swapping facilities for Electric Vehicles (EVs) at 21 suburban and MRTS
stations across Chennai (like Velachery, Thirumayilai, and Egmore) to reduce
carbon emissions and promote sustainable transport.

2. National News

Assembly Election Results in Other States:

West Bengal: The BJP registered a landslide victory by winning 207 out of 293
Assembly seats, unseating Mamata Banerjee's Trinamool Congress (which was
reduced to 80 seats) and ending her 15-year rule. Suvendu Adhikari, who
defeated Mamata Banerjee in Bhabanipur, is the frontrunner for the Chief
Minister post.

Assam: The BJP-led NDA secured a third consecutive term by winning 102 out
of 126 seats. The Congress won only 19 seats, leaving the Assam Assembly
without an officially recognized Leader of the Opposition (which requires a
minimum of 21 seats).



Kerala: Following their victory, the Congress high command is deliberating over
the Chief Minister candidate, with V.D. Satheesan, K.C. Venugopal, and Ramesh

Chennithala as the top contenders.
India's 18th Railway Zone:

The South Coast Railway (SCOR) zone, headquartered in Visakhapatnam, will
become fully operational on June 1. Created as part of the Andhra Pradesh
Reorganisation Act, 2014, the new zone will integrate the Guntakal, Guntur,

Vijayawada, and the new Visakhapatnam divisions.

Supreme Court Strength Increased:

To tackle a massive backlog of 92,385 cases, the
Union Cabinet has approved increasing the
sanctioned strength of Supreme Court judges from 34
to 38 (including the Chief Justice of India). This will
require an amendment to the Supreme Court
(Number of Judges) Act, 1956.

Governance & Economy:

Vande Mataram: The Union Cabinet approved an
amendment to the Prevention of Insults to National
Honour Act, 1971, making any insult or obstruction
to the singing of the National Song, 'Vande Mataram/,
a punishable offense.

You can also use these points in the General Essay (Paper 1) when
writing about the "Pillars of a Vibrant Democracy," arguing that universities
must remain safe spaces for pluralistic debates and critical thinking.

4. Editorial: Bulldozer Justice (Rule of Law vs. Executive Action)

Core Theme: The editorial strongly
condemns the growing
administrative trend of demolishing
the homes and properties of accused
individuals—often dubbed 'Bulldozer
Justice'. While such actions might
project an image of a tough and
decisive government, the editorial
argues that it is a dangerous form of extrajudicial punishment. It bypasses legal
safeguards and severely violates the fundamental "Rule of Law." The proper
solution is to strengthen judicial infrastructure and ensure faster trials, not
executive vigilantism.
