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1. TAMIL NADU CURRENT AFFAIRS

A. Political Developments: A Hung Assembly and the Governor's Role

The News: Actor C. Joseph Vijay’s Tamilaga Vettri Kazhagam (TVK) has emerged
as the single-largest party in the 2026 Tamil Nadu Assembly elections, winning
108 seats (effectively 107, as Vijay won from two
constituencies). The DMK secured 59 seats and the Osiniss
ATIADMK secured 47 seats, resulting in a hung I Tarmil Nadu.

TNPSC Polity Perspective (Role of Governor in a
Hung Assembly):
Constitutional Provision: Under Article 164, the
Governor appoints the Chief Minister. When no party
secures an absolute majority (118 in a 234-member
assembly), the Governor uses discretionary powers.
S.R. Bommai Case (1994): The Supreme Court
established that the proper place to test a
government's majority is the floor of the Legislative
Assembly, not the Governor's office.
Punchhi Commission Guidelines: The commission laid out an order of
preference for the Governor in a hung assembly: 1) A pre-poll alliance; 2) The
single largest party staking a claim; 3) A post-poll coalition.
Significance: Allies of the DMK (CPI, CPI-M, VCK) are urging the Governor to
invite the TVK to form the government and prove its majority via a floor test,
citing constitutional precedents set as early as 1952 when C. Rajagopalachari
was invited to form the government as the leader of the single largest party.

B. Discovery of New Plant Species in Eastern Ghats

The News: Botany researchers from
Annamalai University have discovered a
new plant species belonging to the grape
family (Vitaceae) in the Sanjeevi hills of
Villupuram district (Southern Eastern
Ghats).

Key Facts for Prelims:

Scientific Name: Cyphostemma
annamalaii (named after the founder of the
university, Rajah Sir Annamalai Chettiyar).




Features: It is a climbing plant with a tuberous root, round yellow fruits, and
white /yellow flower petals.

Medicinal Properties: Locals utilize allied species of this plant for treating
stomach ulcers; it also exhibits anti-diabetic and antimicrobial properties.
TNPSC Geography/Environment Perspective: Highlights the rich biodiversity
and sacred groves of the Eastern Ghats, emphasizing the need to document and
conserve local flora in Tamil Nadu.

C. Public Health: Dog Bites and Rabies Crisis

The News: Tamil Nadu is facing a severe public health challenge. In just the first
four months of 2026, the State recorded 2.63 lakh dog bite cases and 17 deaths
from Rabies.

TNPSC Science & Health Perspective:

Rabies: A 100% fatal viral disease transmitted through the saliva of infected
animals (zoonotic). There is no cure once symptoms appear, making post-
exposure prophylaxis (Anti-Rabies Vaccine and Rabies Immunoglobulin for
severe category III bites) crucial.

Administrative Action: The Directorate of Public Health (DPH) is pushing for
stricter Animal Birth Control (ABC) measures by local bodies and better tracking
of vaccine defaulters to ensure victims complete their vaccination courses.

D. High Court Mandates Financial Investigation under NDPS Act

The News: The Madurai Bench of the Madras High Court (Justice B. Pugalendhi)
stated that the objective of the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances
(NDPS) Act cannot be achieved merely by seizing drugs and arresting peddlers.
Judicial Directives: Investigations must mandatorily include financial probing
into the proceeds of crime and the forfeiture of illegal properties acquired by drug
cartels under Chapter V-A of the NDPS Act. This comes as over 50% of NDPS
cases in TN originate from Madurai, Theni, and Dindigul.

2. NATIONAL CURRENT AFFAIRS

A. Supreme Court Scrutinizes Election Commission Appointments

The News: A Supreme Court Bench questioned the Union Government on
whether a "proper debate" occurred in Parliament before passing the Chief
Election Commissioner and other Election Commissioners (Appointment,
Conditions of Service, and Term of Office) Act of 2023.

TNPSC Polity Background:

Anoop Baranwal Case (2023): A Constitution Bench had previously ruled that
the CEC and ECs should be appointed by a collegium comprising the Prime
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B. Sabarimala Review: SC on Judicial Interference in Religion

The News: A 9-judge Constitution Bench reviewing the Sabarimala case
observed that entertaining petitions challenging religious practices could open
"floodgates."

Judicial Observation: Justices B.V. Nagarathna and M.M. Sundresh noted that
India is a civilization where religion is intimately connected to society. Constantly
interfering in matters of faith (like the opening or closing of temples and
excommunication practices) using constitutional courts might destabilize this
relationship.

C. Operation Sindoor: First Anniversary

The News: India observed the first anniversary of "Operation Sindoor."
Background: Following a deadly terror attack in Pahalgam that killed 26
civilians, the Indian Armed Forces launched a high-intensity, precision counter-
terror military operation targeting 9 terror camps and 11 airfields inside Pakistan
and Pakistan-occupied Kashmir (PoK). It serves as a testament to India's shift
toward aggressive counter-terrorism and the use of modern uncrewed aerial
technologies in warfare.

D. Free Health Check-ups for Workers

The News: The Union Labour Ministry launched a scheme providing free annual
health check-ups for all workers above 40 years of age across India.
Significance: A major milestone in occupational healthcare and social security,
aligning with the expanded coverage of the Employees' State Insurance
Corporation (ESIC).

3. INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS



A. Canada’s CSIS Report and India’s Response

The News: The Canadian Security Intelligence Service (CSIS) released an
intelligence report classifying Canada-based Khalistani extremists as a national
security threat to Canada.

India's Stance: The Ministry of External Affairs (MEA) strongly urged the
Canadian government to stop providing a "safe haven" to anti-India elements and
to take decisive action against secessionist activities, the glorification of violence,
and the vandalism of Indian diplomatic missions and places of worship.

B. India-EU Free Trade Agreement (FTA)

The News: The EU Ambassador stated that the India-EU FTA is expected to
create a massive free trade zone covering nearly two billion people and a quarter
of the global GDP.

Economic Shortcoming: The Ambassador noted that the FTA lacks a chapter
on "investment liberalization" in non-services sectors. Without this, investors
lack the assurance and predictability required to boost Foreign Direct
Investment (FDI).

C. Strait of Hormuz Crisis

The News: The US paused "Operation Project Freedom"—a military campaign
initiated by President Donald Trump to force open the Strait of Hormuz, which
was blockaded by Iran following a US-Israel conflict.

Significance: The Strait of Hormuz is one of the world's most critical maritime
chokepoints for global oil transit. The failure to secure it highlights shifting
geopolitical dynamics and exposes global supply chains to extreme vulnerability.

4. EDITORIALS AND MAINS PERSPECTIVES

1. Editorial: TN Politics - "Seeking a new paradigm for Dravidian
exceptionalism"

The News Context: In the 2026 Tamil Nadu Assembly elections, actor Vijay’s
Tamilaga Vettri Kazhagam (TVK) emerged as the single-largest party, effectively
bringing an end to the 60-year bipolar dominance of the DMK and AIADMK.
TNPSC Background (TN Administration & Polity):

Demographic Shift: The editorial highlights a generational transition. The
current electorate, heavily comprising Gen-Z, gig workers, and first-time voters,
is geographically and temporally removed from the founding ideologies of Periyar
and Annadurai. They rely on social media and are actively seeking political
alternatives.

2. Editorial: Social Justice - "Should the abortion law be amended for minor
rape victims?"

The News Context: The editorial critically analyzes the legal friction between the
Protection of Children from Sexual Offences (POCSO) Act and the Medical
Termination of Pregnancy (MTP) Act, which acts as a severe barrier for minor
rape victims seeking safe abortions.
TNPSC Background (Social Issues &

(BNS). The MTP Act merely acts as a
"conditional exception" to this criminal
law.

The POCSO Hurdle: Section 19 of the POCSO Act makes it mandatory for
doctors to report any underage pregnancy to the police. Because of the fear of
identity disclosure and social stigma, minor rape victims (and their families)
hesitate to visit formal healthcare facilities. Consequently, they are pushed
toward unsafe, illegal, and life-threatening abortion methods.

Mains Perspective & The Way Forward: In questions related to Women and
Child Rights you can argue for vital legal reforms:

. Delinking abortion from criminal laws completely.

. Removing the rigid 24-week gestational limit specifically for minors and rape
survivors.

. Shifting the legal narrative from a "medical exception" to a framework of
"Reproductive Justice and Decisional Autonomy."



3. Editorial: Polity - "Scope of legal fiction in party mergers"

The News Context: This piece examines the administrative and judicial
loopholes in the Anti-Defection Law (Tenth Schedule) concerning the merging of
political parties.

TNPSC Background (Indian Polity - Tenth Schedule):

The Constitutional Provision: Paragraph 4(2) of the Tenth Schedule protects
legislators (MLAs/MPs) from disqualification if their original political party
merges with another party, provided that at least two-thirds (2/3) of the elected
members of the legislature party agree to the merger.

The News Context: Prompted by recent maritime accidents off its coast (such
as the MSC Elsa 3 and MV Wan Hai K 503 shipwrecks), the Kerala government
is formulating a comprehensive Oil Spill Contingency Plan (OSCP) to protect its
590 km coastline.

TNPSC Background (Environment, Ecology & Disaster Management):
Alignment with National Frameworks: The state-level OSCP is being developed
in strict alignment with the National Oil Spill Disaster Contingency Plan (NOS-
DCP).

Environmental Impact: The recent wrecks washed up hazardous cargo,
including calcium carbide and plastic nurdles (microplastics). These pose a
severe, long-term threat to the marine ecosystem, coastal biodiversity, and the
economic livelihood of local fisherfolk.

Mains Perspective & Mitigation Measures: This serves as an excellent case
study for state-level coastal disaster management. Key measures to highlight in
your answers include:

Mapping an "Environmental Sensitive Index (ESI)" to prioritize vulnerable zones.

Establishing strict shoreline clean-up protocols.

Ensuring seamless coordination between the Indian Coast Guard (the nodal
agency) and the State Pollution Control Boards.
