Safety

Initiative: The State government passed a
Government Order (G.O.) to form the ‘Singappen’
Special Task Force, fulfilling one of CM Vijay’s first
announcements.

Objective: The primary objective is the prevention of
crimes and the protection of women. The force will
undertake visible policing in crowded and sensitive
areas (bus stands, railway stations, IT corridors) to
instill confidence and assist women in distress. Tamil Nadu Government
TNPSC Mains Angle (Social Issues): This highlights |t
the state's proactive measures in enhancing women's
security in public spaces. It also involves
coordination with the Social Welfare and Education
departments and NGOs, showcasing a multi-stakeholder approach to law and
order.

Cyber Crime Takedown Notices and Free Speech

Issue: The Tamil Nadu Cyber Crime Wing issued a takedown notice to X Corp
(formerly Twitter) to block 18 URLs/posts, including those by a prominent
YouTuber, for content critical of the new CM and the TVK party. The police cited
Section 189 of the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita (BNS) regarding Unlawful Assembly
and the IT Rules, 2021.

TNPSC Mains Angle (Polity): This sparks a crucial debate on Freedom of
Speech and Expression [Article 19(1)(a)] versus Public Order [Article 19(2)].
Critics and legal experts argue that political dissent is a part of free speech and
utilizing cyber laws to silence critics sets a dangerous precedent for democracy.

National News (Relevance: Polity, Economy, and
Environment)



A. VB.G RAM G to Replace MGNREGA (Highly Important for
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MGNREGA Viksit Bharat-G RAM G
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‘Source: Ministry of Rural Development

Policy Shift: From July 1, 2026, the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural
Employment Guarantee Act MGNREGA), 2005, will be repealed and replaced by
the Viksit Bharat Guarantee for Rozgar and Ajeevika Mission (Gramin) [VB-
G RAM G].

Key Changes:

Guaranteed Days: Increased from 100 days to 125 days of employment per
financial year.

Funding Ratio: Under MGNREGA, the Centre paid 100% of the wage bill. Under
VB-G RAM G, the financial burden will be shared between the Centre and States
in a 60:40 ratio.

Blackout Period: The new act introduces a "blackout period" of up to 60 days,
notified by States, to ensure labor availability for agriculture during peak sowing
and harvesting seasons. Activists argue this reduces workers' bargaining power.
e-KYC Requirement: Only e-KYC verified job cards will be valid, raising
concerns about exclusions due to digital illiteracy or poor internet connectivity.

B. Economic Austerity Amidst West Asia Crisis



Issue: Prime Minister Narendra Modi urged citizens to practice economic
restraint—using public transport, cutting down on foreign travel, delaying gold
purchases, and adopting work-from-home (WFH) models—to protect India's
foreign exchange reserves amidst the escalating West Asia conflict (Iran-Israel
tensions).

Reserves and Fuel: Despite global oil price hikes of 30% to 70%, the Defence
Minister assured that India has 60 days of crude oil and natural gas reserves,
and $703 billion in forex reserves. However, Oil Marketing Companies (OMCs)
are absorbing losses of 31,000 crore daily to keep retail prices stable.

C. Environment: Kuno Cheetahs and IBCA

Project Cheetah: Two female cheetahs brought from Botswana were released
into the wild at Kuno National Park, Madhya Pradesh, further expanding India's
cheetah reintroduction program.

International Big Cat Alliance (IBCA): India is set to host the first IBCA summit
in New Delhi (June 1-3, 2026). The alliance focuses on conserving seven big cats
(tiger, lion, leopard, snow leopard, puma, jaguar, cheetah). China, which has a
very small wild Amur tiger population, is unlikely to join the 24-member alliance.

D. Supreme Court on Religious Schools

Legal Debate: A PIL in the Supreme Court sought to declare that schools
imparting religious instructions should fall under Article 26(a) (institutions for
religious/charitable purposes) and NOT under Article 19(1)(g) (right to
profession) or Article 30(1) (minority educational institutions).

Ruling: The SC declined to intervene, stating that the categorization and
monitoring of such institutions fall within the domain of the Ministry of
Education.

International News (Relevance: International
Relations)

A. US-China Summit

Event: US President Donald Trump is scheduled to visit Beijing (May 13-15) for
talks with Chinese President Xi Jinping.

The "Three Ts": The agenda will be dominated by Trade, Taiwan, and
Technology. The US is seeking greater access to critical minerals and Chinese
agricultural imports, while China is pushing for an easing of export controls on
advanced semiconductors and Al cooperation.

B. US-Iran Tensions



Stand-off: President Trump declared the !
US-Iran ceasefire is on '"massive life Mt
support" after Iran rejected Washington's
demands to roll back its nuclear activities.
The US is considering "Operation Freedom"
to restart naval escorts for commercial
shipping through the critical Strait of
Hormuz.

4. Important Editorials

1. A Decentralised Solution for Waste Crisis
Relevance: (Polity, Federalism, Environmental Governance)

Context: The Union Government has notified the new Solid Waste Management
Rules, 2026, effective from April 1, 2026. While the environmental intent is to
improve segregation and processing, the rules face severe criticism for
disregarding federalism and pushing a top-down approach.

TNPSC Background & Analysis:

Violation of the Principle of Subsidiarity: Solid waste management is a highly
localized issue that depends on household behavior, local geography, and
municipal constraints. The editorial argues that a "one-size-fits-all" mandate
drafted in New Delhi cannot be mechanically applied across megacities, coastal
panchayats, and Himalayan towns.

Undermining the 73rd and 74th Amendments: The rules treat rural Gram
Panchayats as miniature municipalities, expecting them to maintain complex
Material Recovery Facilities (MRFs) despite a severe lack of funds, sanitation
engineers, and staff.

Data vs. Governance: The mandate for centralized online reporting to the
Central Pollution Control Board (CPCB) turns local bodies into mere data
suppliers rather than empowering them financially and administratively.

Way Forward: The editorial suggests that States should be allowed to act as
"policy laboratories" to design decentralized solutions (like leveraging women's
self-help groups for composting) tailored to their unique ground realities.

2. A New Phase in the India-Vietnam Strategic Partnership
Relevance: (International Relations)
Context: Vietnamese President To Lam’s state visit to India (May 5-7, 2026) has

elevated bilateral relations to an "Enhanced Comprehensive Strategic
Partnership".



TNPSC Background & Analysis: INDIA, VIETNAM ELEVATE TIES TO
Act East & Indo-Pacific Strategy: The [V e=0ESy:-NycIlofVN-3y [5-50]]
partnership has matured amid heightened -
geopolitical flux and an increasingly assertive
China in the South China Sea. It forms a
crucial component of minilateral balancing in
the Indo-Pacific.

Defence and Economic Ties: Defence
cooperation is the backbone of this relationship, shifting from capacity-building
to capability enhancement, highlighted by current debates around shipping
BrahMos supersonic cruise missiles to Vietnam. Economically, the countries
have set an ambitious bilateral trade target of $25 billion by 2030.

ASEAN Centrality: Vietnam’s position as a manufacturing powerhouse in
ASEAN makes it an essential partner for India's plans to build resilient supply
chains and diversify economic reliance away from China.

3. Goal Attainment and Youth Aspirations are Not Aligned
Relevance: (Economy, Demographic Dividend, Social Issues)

Context: The State of Working India Report 2026 published by Azim Premji
University reveals a stark gap between the educational aspirations of Indian
youth and their actual attainments.

TNPSC Background & Analysis:

Demographic Dividend at Risk: While 84% of surveyed youth aimed for
graduate-level education, more than half the sample fell short of their goals,
dropping out before completing Class 12.

Gender and Wealth Disparities: The reasons for dropping out are highly
gendered; boys exit primarily to join the labor market, while girls exit due to
marriage. Furthermore, youth from the poorest wealth quintiles are significantly
more likely to fall short of their goals.

The Learning Crisis: The report exposes severe gaps in the quality of education.
Among the 15-19 age group, only 15% of married girls and about half of the boys
could correctly solve a basic three-digit by one-digit division problem.
Conclusion: Cultivating high aspirations without providing realistic pathways,
skill-building, or linkages to employers will lead to a frustrated and under-
productive workforce.

4. A New Start Against Noise Pollution

Relevance: (Environment & Public Health)

Context: Widespread victory celebrations following the recent Assembly
elections in Tamil Nadu saw supporters using "pea whistles," sparking a serious

debate on unchecked noise pollution in the state.
TNPSC Background & Analysis:



o

Public Health Hazard: A single blast of a pea whistle generates 104-116 decibels
of pressure, dangerously above the safe threshold of 85 decibels. The World
Health Organization (WHO) attributes 16% of disabling hearing loss in adults
strictly to occupational and environmental noise. Loud ambient noise also
disrupts sleep, elevates cortisol, and impairs children's cognition.

Regulatory Failure: India’s Noise Pollution (Regulation and Control) Rules 2000
are rarely enforced. The rules are routinely flouted during political and cultural
events because state machinery and political parties hesitate to enforce limits,
fearing public backlash.

Way Forward: The editorial suggests that the newly elected government has the
political capital to set fresh precedents, strictly enforce environmental laws, and
protect the citizens' fundamental right to live, work, and sleep in peace.
