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I. TAMIL NADU STATE AFFAIRS AND POLITICS

Key Appointments and Governance

Advocate General: Senior Counsel Vijay Narayan was appointed as the Advocate
General (A-G) of Tamil Nadu. He holds the rare professional distinction of serving
as A-G for a second time under two different ruling parties, having previously
served during the AIADMK regime (2017-2021).

Bureaucratic Reshuffles: Senior IAS officer T. Udhayachandran, formerly the
Finance Secretary, has been appointed as the Chairman and Managing Director
of the Tamil Nadu Industrial Investment Corporation Limited (TNIICL).
Additionally, senior IPS officer Asra Garg was posted as the Inspector General of
Police (IGP), Intelligence, Chennai.

Controversial Appointment Revoked: The State government revoked the
appointment of an astrologer, Rickey Radhan Pandit Vettrivel, as the Officer on
Special Duty (Political) to CM Vijay after severe criticism from the opposition and
allies alike.

II. NATIONAL AFFAIRS AND GOVERNANCE

1. The NEET-UG Crisis & CBI Probe

Exam Cancellation: The National Testing Agency (NTA) cancelled the NEET-UG
exam held on May 3, 2026, affecting over 22 lakh aspirants, following credible
evidence of a massive question paper leak.

Investigations: The CBI has taken over the probe, arresting five individuals from
Jaipur, Gurugram, and Nashik. It was revealed that a guess paper containing
120 matching questions from the final e
exam was circulated by a counselling
agent and sold for profit weeks before
the test. .
Public Outrage: Student federations
and medical associations (like FAIMA)
have approached the Supreme Court
seeking the fundamental
restructuring or complete
replacement of the NTA, demanding
that future exams be supervised by
cybersecurity and forensic experts.
Radhakrishnan Committee: Following a similar controversy in 2024, the K.
Radhakrishnan Committee had recommended shifting from pen-and-paper
mode to a Computer-Based Testing (CBT) format to prevent leaks. However, the
NTA failed to implement this fully due to infrastructural limitations (only 1.5
lakh CBT capacity per day vs. 25 lakh total students).




2. Supreme Court Rulings

Teachers Eligibility Test (TET): The Supreme Court upheld the mandate
requiring in-service teachers (Classes 1 to 8) to clear the TET. Hearing review
petitions from states like Tamil Nadu (which argued that 4 lakh teachers would
be affected), the Court stated that teachers must not be "self-centered" regarding
job security. The Right to Education (RTE) Act guarantees children the right to
quality education, which necessitates minimum teaching qualifications.

Public Transport Safety: The SC issued strong directives to all States and UTs
to strictly enforce the Central Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989. This mandates the
installation of speed governors, vehicle location tracking devices, and emergency
panic buttons in all passenger transport vehicles to curb road fatalities and
enhance safety.

Sabarimala Review (Religious Freedom): In the
ongoing Sabarimala review hearings, the Centre
informed a 9-judge Constitution Bench that the
protection afforded to religion under the
Constitution (Articles 25 and 26) is not restricted
merely to "essential religious practices". The
Solicitor General argued that every religious
practice is protected unless it explicitly violates
"public order, morality, and health".

Import Duty on Gold/Silver Doubled: The

Centre has doubled the effective import duty on gold and silver from 9.2% to
18.4% (Basic Customs Duty 10% + AIDC 5% + IGST 3%). This drastic step is
aimed at curbing India's Current Account Deficit (CAD) and protecting foreign
exchange reserves, which are under pressure due to volatile crude oil prices
stemming from the West Asia crisis. However, industry experts warn this might
fuel large-scale smuggling as India's gold demand is culturally driven.

Kharif Crops MSP Hike: The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs (CCEA)
hiked the Minimum Support Price (MSP) for Kharif crops for 2026-27. The MSP
for common paddy was increased by Rs. 117 to Rs. 2,441 per quintal.

Coal Gasification Boost: The Union Cabinet approved a Rs. 8,500-crore
package to promote surface coal gasification. This aims to convert coal into
synthetic gas (syngas), reducing India's reliance on imported Natural Gas, urea,
and methanol, targeting 100 MT of gasification by 2030.

4. Appointments & Other News

CBI Director Extension: CBI Director Praveen Sood received another one-year
extension (until May 2027). Leader of Opposition Rahul Gandhi submitted a
strong dissent note in the selection committee, accusing the government of
"institutional capture" to target political opponents.



Puducherry CM: N. Rangasamy (AINRC) was sworn in as the Chief Minister of
Puducherry for a record fifth time, leading an NDA government.

III. INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS AND
GEOPOLITICS

1. West Asia Crisis (Iran-Israel-US Conflict)
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Strait of Hormuz Protocol: Amid the escalating conflict with the US and Israel,
Iran announced it is drafting a new "financial protocol" for international shipping
passing through the Strait of Hormuz. Iran intends to charge a fee to cover
navigation and safety costs. While Iran stated that ships linked to India will not
be hindered, it warned that it will target vessels linked to countries supporting
the US and Israel. Iran claims it is not bound by the 1982 UN Convention on the
Law of the Sea regarding this chokepoint.

Geopolitical Impact on India: The conflict is deeply impacting India's economy,
leading to inflation, a falling rupee, and disruptions in the supply of
petrochemicals and fertilizers. Experts suggest India must focus on long-term
sustainability in agriculture to reduce reliance on imported fertilizers, keeping in
mind Sri Lanka's disastrous overnight shift to organic farming.



2. The Russia-Ukraine War

Diplomatic Stagnation: Russian President Vladimir Putin indicated a
willingness to negotiate a long-term peace deal with Ukraine, acknowledging that
the war is dragging into its fifth year with stalled frontline gains. However, Russia
continues to hold maximalist demands (Ukraine's neutrality, withdrawal from
Donbas, removal of Western sanctions).

3. USA-China Dynamics

Economic Rivalry: Data indicates that China's economy is rapidly catching up
to the USA. In 1990, the US economy was 15 times larger than China's; by 2025,
it was only 1.5 times larger. Furthermore, China has overtaken the US in
Research & Development (R&D) expenditure for the first time, spending $785.9
billion compared to the US's $781.8 billion, showcasing Beijing's shift toward
global tech dominance.

Trump's Visit to Beijing: US President Donald Trump is visiting Beijing to seek
China's intervention to de-escalate the Iran conflict. Since China buys over 80%
of Iran's oil exports, it holds significant leverage. Analysts predict China may use
this opportunity to extract trade and tariff concessions from the US.

IV. IMPORTANT EDITORIALS AND OPINIONS
(TNPSC MAINS PERSPECTIVE)

1. "Testing Troubles" (Focus on the NTA and NEET Crisis)

TNPSC Syllabus Link: Governance, Social Issues (Education), Centre-State
Relations.

Core Theme: The repeated administrative failures of the National Testing Agency
(NTA) and the systemic flaws in conducting large-scale examinations.

Detailed Analysis: * The primary objective of introducing NEET was to establish
a single, transparent, and fair standard for medical admissions across the
country. However, this editorial strongly criticizes the NTA for completely failing
to uphold this mandate.

It highlights a timeline of severe administrative lapses: the 2019 impersonation
scam in Tamil Nadu, the 2024 controversies regarding grace marks and paper
leaks, and the recent 2026 cancellation due to yet another massive paper leak.

Mains Perspective / Conclusion: The NTA has suffered a total loss of public
trust. To rectify this, the government must urgently implement the K.
Radhakrishnan Committee's recommendations. This involves a complete
structural overhaul of the NTA, establishing robust coordination with State
government authorities, and transitioning entirely from the vulnerable pen-and-
paper format to a secure, multi-stage Computer-Based Testing (CBT) model.



2. "The 'Cinematisation’' of Politics" (Tamil Nadu Political Dynamics)

TNPSC Syllabus Link: Tamil Nadu Administration, Political Sociology, The Role
of Cinema in Dravidian Politics.

Author: Bhuvanesh Chandar

Core Theme: An analysis of actor-turned-politician Joseph Vijay’s TVK party
victory and the psychological state of the youth voter base.

Detailed Analysis: * The piece examines a significant shift in Tamil Nadu's
political landscape. It points out that a large segment of today's youth, caught
between unemployment or routine jobs and endless social media consumption,
experiences a deep sense of "purposelessness."

Vijay successfully capitalized on this demographic not by offering a traditional
political manifesto, but by providing a compelling cinematic "narrative." By
framing the incumbent DMK government as the ultimate antagonist (villain) and
the election campaign as a blockbuster climax, he captured the youth vote.

Mains Perspective / Conclusion: While "cinematic flair" and dramatic
narratives can secure electoral victories, true state development requires
concrete, structural policy changes—such as dismantling patriarchal systems to
curb crimes against women and implementing measures to reduce economic
disparities.

3. "The Law Does Not Favour AIADMK Rebels" (Anti-Defection Law)

TNPSC Syllabus Link: Indian Polity (10th Schedule - Anti-Defection Law), Role
of the Speaker, Supreme Court Judgments.
Author: K. Venkataramanan
Core Theme: The legal vulnerability of the 25 rebel AIADMK MLAs who defied
the party whip to vote for the TVK
government during the trust vote.
Detailed Analysis: * The editorial
grounds its argument in the
landmark 2023 Supreme Court
Constitution Bench verdict in Subash
Desai vs. Principal Secretary to the
Governor (the Maharashtra political
crisis case).
The Supreme Court clearly
established that when there is a 3
conflict, the power to appoint a whip and issue voting directions hes exclusively
with the "Political Party" (the organizational leadership outside the legislature,
e., Edappadi K. Palaniswami), not the "Legislature Party" (the elected MLAs
inside the house).

Anti-Defection Lw

Mains Perspective / Conclusion: Under the Anti-Defection Law (10th
Schedule), legislators can only escape disqualification if they have a two-thirds



majority to validate a merger. Since the 25 rebels fall short of this majority, the
law is heavily stacked against them. If a disqualification petition is filed, they
face near-certain expulsion from the Assembly.

4. "Just War, Power Balance and Modern Conflict" (International Law)

TNPSC Syllabus Link: Current Affairs, International Relations, Global
Organizations (United Nations).

Author: Rajeev Dhavan

Core Theme: The collapse of international law, modern imperialism, and the
escalating conflict involving the US, Israel, and Iran.

Detailed Analysis: * The author accuses the United States of historically
misusing Article 51 of the UN Charter (the right to self-defense). By utilizing the
controversial doctrine of "anticipatory self-defense," the US has justified
unilateral aggression against nations like Vietnam, Libya, Iraq, and currently
Iran. Furthermore, the piece condemns Israel's devastating military responses in
Gaza and Lebanon as illegal.

The classical concept of a "Just War," as defined by jurist Hugo Grotius, has
been entirely destroyed by modern realpolitik (politics based on power and
practical factors rather than moral/ideological premises).

Mains Perspective / Conclusion: The United Nations has been rendered
entirely ineffective as a global peacekeeper. To restore global stability and prevent
unchecked unilateral dominance by the US, the editorial advocates for a shift
toward a multilateral approach, requiring a consortium of nations (including
powers like China) to negotiate and enforce peace.
