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TAMIL NADU AFFAIRS & POLITICS

1. Political Shift: The Arrival of Coalition Government & Generational
Transition in T.N.

News Event: Tamil Nadu has witnessed the formation of its first formal coalition
government. Two Congress nominees were inducted into Chief Minister C.
Joseph Vijay’s Cabinet alongside 21 Tamilaga Vettri Kazhagam (TVK) MLAs,
bringing the total strength of the Council of Ministers to 33. The Indian Union
Muslim League (IUML) and Viduthalai Chiruthaigal Katchi (VCK) are also slated
to join.

Key Portfolios Allocated: * Chief Minister C. Joseph Vijay additionally handles
Special Initiatives, Poverty Alleviation, and Rural Indebtedness.

Revenue and Disaster Management: K.A. Sengottaiyan.

Finance: N. Marie Wilson.

Higher Education: P. Viswanathan (Congress nominee).

Artificial Intelligence, Information Technology, and Digital Services: R. Kumar.
Generational Shift Data Analysis (Mains Point): * The average age of the 2026
TVK-led Cabinet stands at 44.6 years, marking a notable decline from the 2011
AJADMK Cabinet (51.8 years) and the 2021 DMK Cabinet (61.3 years).

Out of 33 Ministers, 22 are under the age of 50. The youngest inductee is S.
Kamali (28 years, representing Avinashi constituency), followed by S. Keerthana
(29 years, Sivakasi).

. Article 164(1A) of the Constitution: This article mandates that the total

number of Ministers, including the Chief Minister, in a State Council of Ministers
shall not exceed 15% of the total strength of the Legislative Assembly. For Tamil
Nadu (234 seats), 15% equals a maximum limit of 35 Ministers. The current
expansion brings it to 33, respecting this constitutional boundary.

. Coalition Politics Dynamics: Historically, Tamil Nadu was dominated by single-

party rule since 1967. The return of the Congress to the state cabinet after 59
years (since its ouster in 1967) signals an evolution towards a multiparty
executive framework, creating a key talking point for political science and state
administration answers.

2. Historical Benchmark: Scheduled Caste Representation in the State
Cabinet

News Event: The newly expanded Tamil Nadu Cabinet marks the state's highest-
ever Scheduled Caste (SC) representation till date. The cabinet features seven
SC Ministers simultaneously (which will rise to eight upon further inductions).
Cabinet Composition Insights: The SC ministers include S. Kamali (Avinashi),
V. Gandhiraj (Arakkonam), P. Mathan Raja (Ottapidaram), D. Logesh



Tamilselvan (Rasipuram), K. Thennarasu (Sriperumbudur), P. Viswanathan
(Melur), and A. Rajmohan (Egmore).

® Historical Evolution of SC Representation in T.N. (Crucial for
History/Social Justice Answers):

To provide depth in a Mains descriptive answer, trace the historical timeline of
marginalized representation in the Tamil Nadu Executive:

Pre-Independence Framework (1937): Under the Government of India Act,
1935, an interim cabinet led by K.V. Reddy included M.C. Rajah, a pioneering
SC leader and social activist, who was assigned the Development portfolio. Later
in 1937, C. Rajagopalachari’s Cabinet included V.I. Munuswamy Pillai as
Minister for Agriculture and Rural Development.

Post-Independence Era: * B. Parameswaran served in successive ministries
from 1949 to 1952 (handling Khadi, Adi Dravidar Welfare, Rural Development)
and in the 1954 K. Kamaraj Cabinet (allocated Transport, Harijan Welfare,
HR&CE).

P. Kakkan was inducted into Kamaraj's 1957 cabinet (Public Works) and later
given the crucial Home Portfolio in 1963 under M. Bhaktavatsalam's Chief
Ministership.

Satyavani Muthu, an iconic veteran of the Dravidian movement, handled Adi
Dravidar Welfare, Information, Health, and Agriculture across successive
Dravidian cabinets from 1967 to 1974.

Analytical Perspective: Political analysts highlight this structural inclusion as
a positive shift that serves as a benchmark for future administrations , though
alternative views caution against treating mere inclusion as a substitute for
grassroots marginalized political advocacy.

3. Judicial Scrutiny: PIL on Special Paid Darshan & VIP Access in Temples

News Event: The Madras High Court (Summer Vacation Bench consisting of
Justices G.R. Swaminathan and V. Lakshminarayanan) actively heard a Public
Interest Litigation (PIL) filed by P. Chockalingam, seeking the complete
abolition of special paid darshan and VIP darshan across approximately
36,000 temples under the control of the HR&CE Department in Tamil Nadu.
Core Arguments Raised: The petitioner's counsel argued that neither the
HR&CE Act of 1959 nor the Temple Entry Act of 1947 permits the collection
of money from devotees for speedy access to deities. They alleged that paid
queues represent an administrative innovation to exploit faith for revenue
generation, which infringes upon the core spiritual premise that money/status
should not act as a barrier between a devotee and the deity.

Specific Case Notice: The Court demanded an official report into the alleged
delay in closing the Thirupparankundram Subramaniasamy Temple in Madurai
to exclusively facilitate a minister’s visit.



® TNPSC Group 1 Exam Background & Constitutional Edge:

Article 25 & 26: Deals with the freedom of conscience and the right to freely
profess, practice, and propagate religion, alongside managing religious affairs.
Descriptive questions can utilize this case study to highlight the delicate balance
between secular management of temple property by the State (under
HR&CE) versus ensuring equal, non-discriminatory access to worship for all
citizens regardless of economic standing.

4. Electoral Malpractices Lawsuit: CM's Appeal to Minors

News Event: A PIL has been filed in the Madras High Court seeking an inquiry
by the Election Commission of India (ECI) into Chief Minister C. Joseph Vijay’s
election campaign speech. The litigation alleges that the CM’s open appeal to
minor children to influence the voting decisions of adult family members
constitutes the "exploitation of minor children for electoral propaganda and
indirect voter influence".

® TNPSC Group 1 Exam Background & Constitutional Edge:

Electoral Jurisprudence: Under the Representation of the People Act, 1951
(Section 123), the definition of Corrupt Practices is stringently monitored. The
ECI issues explicit guidelines prohibiting the use of children in any capacity
during active political campaigns. This legal dispute underscores the expanding
judicial scrutiny over modern social media-driven campaigns.

5. Administrative Appointments: Police & Public Service Changes

New Chennai Police Commissioner: Additional Director General of Police
(ADGP) A. Amalraj (1996-batch IPS officer) has been appointed as the new
Commissioner of Police for Greater Chennai. He replaces Abhin Dinesh Modak,
who moves to head the CB-CID.

DGP Empanelment Structure: The Union Public Service Commission (UPSC)
Empanelment Committee is scheduled to meet to shortlist three DGP-rank
officers for the apex post of Head of Police Force (HoPF) of Tamil Nadu. Senior
officials in contention include Rajeev Kumar, Sandeep Rai Rathore, and Vannia
Perumal.

NATIONAL AFFAIRS

1. Supreme Court Clarification on Sedition Trials (Section 124A IPC)

News Event: In a major judicial clarification, a Supreme Court Bench
comprising Chief Justice of India Surya Kant, Justice Joymalya Bagchi, and
Justice Vipul M. Pancholi ruled that trials and appeals involving the offence of



sedition under Section 124A of the
Indian Penal Code (IPC) can proceed in
courts across the country, provided the
accused individual has no objection. g

Context of the Clarification: This [Nl - 124A IPC-
modification arrives four years after the B : SEDITION
Supreme Court's landmark interim order a2

(May 2022) which originally put a MK | F
comprehensive blanket hold on all
pending sedition trials, investigations,
and coercive measures across the country while the Central Government re-
examined the colonial-era law. The court clarified that if an accused wishes for
their appeal or trial to be decided on merits without waiting indefinitely for the
legislative review, there is no legal impediment for courts to resolve the matter in
accordance with the law.

Section 124A IPC History: Introduced by the British colonial government in
1870 (drafted originally by Thomas Macaulay) to suppress dissent.

2. The Constitutional and Governance Demands of Ladakh

News Event: Civil society delegations representing the Leh Apex Body (LAB)
and the Kargil Democratic Alliance (KAlliance/KDA) held a crucial sub-
committee meeting with top Union Home Ministry officials. Prominent climate
activist Sonam Wangchuk participated in
the formal dialogue process.

Core Demands of Ladakh: 1. Granting
full Statehood to Ladakh. 2. Inclusion of
the region under the Sixth Schedule of
the Indian Constitution to safeguard its
distinct tribal and environmental identity.
3. Establishment of a dedicated legislative
body rather than simple administrative
decentralization through additional districts.

Current Administrative Position: Following the reading down of Article 370 in
2019, Ladakh was carved out as a Union Territory without a legislature. The
Union Home Ministry has proposed special constitutional safeguards under
Article 371 (which deals with special transitional provisions for various states)




alongside strengthening existing hill councils , which the civil society groups
argue falls short of true democratic representation.

® Fifth Schedule vs. Sixth Schedule:

(currently applicable to Assam, Meghalaya, Tripura, and Mizoram under Article
244(2)) provides significantly higher autonomy by creating Autonomous District
Councils (ADCs) equipped with legislative, judicial, and administrative powers to
protect tribal lands and resources.

3. Internal Security: Surrenders and Operations in Eastern India &
Northeast

Operation Navjeevan (Jharkhand): A significant internal security success
where a group of 27 Maoists, including commanders active in the Kolhan and
Saranda forest regions, formally surrendered their arms before the state police
and joint security apparatus. The program operates under the state's
comprehensive surrender and rehabilitation policy.

Manipur Security Reorganization: * Manipur DGP Rajiv Singh (1993-batch IPS
officer) has been reassigned to the Union framework as Secretary (Security) in
the Cabinet Secretariat. He previously steered operations following the outbreak
of severe ethnic conflict between the Meitei and Kuki-Zo communities.

Joint security operations intercepted cadres of the United National Liberation
Front-Pambei (UNLF-P) who were illegally attempting to sell looted police
armouries, recovering a significant cache of weaponry and military hardware,
including advanced Taiwanese anti-drone jammers.

INTERNATIONAL RELATIONSHIPS & EXAM-
IMPORTANT EVENTS

1. Postponement of India-Africa Forum Summit-IV & International Big Cat
Alliance (IBCA) Due to Public Health Emergency

News Event: The Ministry of External Affairs (MEA), in deep coordination with
the African Union (AU), announced the sudden postponement of the high-profile
Fourth India-Africa Forum Summit (IAFS-IV) scheduled to be hosted in New
Delhi. Concurrently, the first official summit of the International Big Cat
Alliance (IBCA) was also put on hold.



The Strategic Reason: The decision
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® What is the International Big Cat Alliance (IBCA)? (High Probable Prelims
Question):

Launched by India, the IBCA is a global coalition aimed at creating a unified
framework for protecting and conserving seven major big cats of the world: Tiger,
Lion, Leopard, Snow Leopard, Cheetah, Jaguar, and Puma. It relies heavily
on South-South cooperation since several African nations are primary habitats
for these species.

2. Geopolitical Security & Economic Ties: Finland-India Relations

News Event: Finnish Prime Minister Petteri Orpo, during bilateral interactions
on the sidelines of the Nordic-India Summit, made key diplomatic appeals to
India.

Core Diplomatic Pillars:

Russia-Ukraine Conflict: Finland formally urged India to leverage its strong
strategic relationship with global leaders to actively push Russia and Ukraine
toward a negotiated settlement. Finland highlighted that the ongoing conflict
presents a direct, immediate security threat to northern Europe.

Economic Pillars: Both nations underscored the absolute necessity of finalizing
and ratifying the long-pending India-European Union Free Trade Agreement
(FTA) at the earliest to stabilize and diversify mutual market access.

Strategic Disagreements: The Finnish PM explicitly raised concerns regarding
India’s sustained imports of Russian crude oil, which Western nations view as a
critical financing mechanism for Russia's military economy.

3. Diplomatic Retort: India at the United Nations Security Council (UNSC)

News Event: Participating in the UNSC Open Debate on the "Protection of
Civilians in Armed Conflict" (held under China's rotating presidency) , India’s
Permanent Representative to the UN, Ambassador Harish Parvathaneni,
delivered a sharp retort against Pakistan.

Key Arguments Stated: India explicitly called out Pakistan's record of regional
violence , citing documented findings by the UN Assistance Mission in



Afghanistan (UNAMA) which recorded significant Afghan civilian casualties
resulting directly from cross-border military air strikes launched by Pakistani
security forces.

4. Commemoration: Indian War Memorial Inaugurated in Seoul, South
Korea

News Event: Defence Minister Rajnath Singh and South Korea's Minister of
Patriots and Veterans Affairs jointly inaugurated a permanent Indian War
Memorial at Imjingak Park in Seoul to mark the 75th anniversary of the
Korean War.

Historical Significance (Exam-Relevant Details): The memorial pays direct
homage to the exceptional humanitarian contribution of the 60 Para Field
Ambulance of the Indian Army (famously termed the "Maroon Angels" by
Koreans for their medical care of wounded troops and civilians) and the
Custodian Force of India (CFI). The CFI had established "Hind Nagar" at the
site in 1954 to manage the peaceful, humane repatriation of over 22,000
prisoners of war following the armistice agreement.

ECONOMY & ENVIRONMENT

1. Macroeconomic Trends: Energy Imports and Inflationary Pressures

News Trend: Official government trade statistics reveal an unusual divergence
in India’s energy import economy:

The total volume of crude oil imports fell by 4.3% in April.

However, the net value/import bill for that crude oil soared by nearly 50%,
jumping from $10.7 billion last year to $16.3 billion.

Underlying Economic Causes: This massive economic strain is driven by severe
global price pressures and geopolitical friction points in West Asia, notably the
closure/disruption of the strategic Strait of Hormuz, a vital maritime
chokepoint for global energy transit.

Natural Gas Logistics: Volume imports of Liquefied Natural Gas (LNG)
registered a sharp contraction of nearly 30% , balancing out a minor dip in
domestic production due to reduced domestic industrial consumption.
Consequently, India’s net import dependence on natural gas dropped down to
41.6%.

2. Science and Environment: Detailed Analysis of Important Editorials &
Op-Eds

B Editorial 1: The Complexities of the Upcoming National Caste Census

Core Subject: The Supreme Court recently dismissed a petition trying to halt
the caste-based enumeration process integrated into the upcoming Census.



The Exam-Oriented Conflict (Mains Core Analysis): * Trace the Paradox of
Indian State Policy: Early independent governments deliberately chose not to
count specific caste structures beyond
Scheduled Castes/Tribes because the prevailing
philosophy sought to erase caste lines to
establish a truly casteless society. However,
state mechanisms simultaneously require
accurate socio-economic caste metrics to
effectively design and deliver targeted affirmative
action programs (welfare, educational quotas,
and legislative representation).

Historical Context: The last comprehensive
national caste count was conducted all the way back in 1931 under British rule.
An attempt at a Socio-Economic and Caste Census in 2011 generated over 46
lakh distinct self-reported caste names and catastrophic data errors, rendering
the information practically unusable for planning.

Conclusion/Way Forward: While an unscientific caste census risks further
hardening social divisions, it remains a critical welfare diagnostic tool if paired
closely with robust socio-economic indicators. Crucially, the editorial argues that
any democratic census model must provide a clear option for citizens to
explicitly declare themselves as "casteless" to uphold individual freedom of
identity.

I Op-Ed / Debate: Decentralization of the High-Stakes NEET-UG
Examination Framework

Core Subject: Following widespread allegations of paper leaks, structural
corruption, and logistical failures by the National Testing Agency (NTA), intense
debates have emerged over whether India’s medical entrance framework needs
an immediate decentralized overhaul.

Key Recommendations of the Expert K. Radhakrishnan Committee:

. Mandating a two-stage national examination system: A preliminary computer-
based qualifier to filter candidates down to a manageable number (e.g., filtering
22 lakh candidates down to 5 lakh), followed by a highly secure, strictly
monitored final paper. This dramatically neutralizes the financial incentives
driving paper leaks.

. Placing a strict statutory cap on the number of attempts allowed, which limits
the swelling volume of desperate, wealthy repeaters who create artificial demand
for leaked question papers.

. Reforming infrastructure capacity: Enhancing strict CCTV surveillance,
eliminating total reliance on insecure contractual staff, and enforcing strong
federal regulation over private coaching factories.

The Autonomy Argument: Education falls under the Concurrent List (List III,
Seventh Schedule). The debate highlights that states should be legally allowed
to opt-out or blend Class 12 board marks with local testing to protect vulnerable



rural and lower-income students who cannot afford commercial coaching , while
maintaining a unified National Exam strictly for All-India quotas, AIIMS, and
Central institutions.

I Science & Public Health Report: Household Water Filtration Systems and
Safety Traps

Core Subject: A landmark field study titled Evaluating Household Reverse
Osmosis Systems for Microbial Safety: A Case Study from Chennai (published in
the Journal of Exposure Science & Environmental Epidemiology) has exposed a
severe public health blind spot.

The Shocking Data Point: The study revealed that 31% of post-Reverse
Osmosis (RO) water samples collected across Chennai still tested positive
for contamination with Escherichia coli (E. coli).

The Behavior Analysis (Mains Application): The researchers identified a
psychological trap of complacency. Once households invest in an expensive RO
machine, they falsely assume permanent safety, completely neglecting vital
regular maintenance, hygienic water handling, and routine filter replacements.
This turns worn-out domestic filters into active breeding grounds for microbes.
E. coli strains pose dangerous risks of food poisoning, severe gastroenteritis, and
waterborne diseases.

The Inequality Dimension: Stand-alone RO devices worsen urban socio-
economic inequalities. Lower-income families deplete their savings to buy these
systems but simply cannot afford the expensive, recurring servicing and
maintenance costs.

Policy Conclusion: Stand-alone home filtration units are a poor substitute for
structural governance. Public health bodies must guarantee an integrated chain
of water safety: Beginning with reliable, municipally piped water supply, strict
manufacturing regulation of point-of-use filtration devices, and accessible,
affordable local servicing structures.
