1. Historic Inclusive Cabinet Expansion: Power-Sharing Dynamics and
Principles of Social Justice

The News Context: Tamil Nadu Chief Minister C. Joseph Vijay concluded the
complete formulation of his Cabinet, expanding it to its full sanctioned strength
of 35 Ministers for the 234-member House. The final additions included
Viduthalai Chiruthaigal Katchi (VCK) MLA Vanni Arasu and Indian Union
Muslim League (IUML) MLA A.M. Shahjahan, marking a historic shift as both
parties entered a Tamil Nadu government
for the first time.

Portfolio Allocations: * Vanni Arasu:
Appointed as the Minister for Social
Justice, overseeing the Adi Dravidar
Welfare and Hill Tribes portfolio.

A.M. Shahjahan: Assigned the Minorities
Welfare portfolio.

TNPSC Syllabus Backgrounder &
Analysis:

Constitutional Ceilings on Council of
Ministers: Under the 91st Constitutional Amendment Act, 2003, Article
164(1A) specifies that the total number of Ministers, including the Chief Minister,
in a State Council of Ministers must not exceed 15% of the total strength of the
Legislative Assembly. For Tamil Nadu (234 seats), 15% equates to a maximum
of 35 Ministers. The current expansion strictly touches this upper constitutional
ceiling.

Geographical & Social Representation: With this expansion, Chennai secured
its strongest historical representation with 7 MLAs becoming Ministers.
Additionally, with Vanni Arasu's induction, the total number of Scheduled Caste
(SC) members in the Cabinet increased to eight, reflecting the demographic
representation mandated under secular social justice frameworks.

Evolution of Power-Sharing: Minister Aadhav Arjuna noted that this
configuration breaks away from conventional regional governance types by
directly translating pre-poll sharing promises (made at the TVK's Vikravandi
conference) into ministerial equity , contrasting it with historical administrations
where minority parties were given minor responsibilities or supported from
outside.
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1. Demographic Transition: Sample Registration Survey (SRS) Bulletin
Insights

The News Context: The latest bulletin from the Sample Registration Survey
(SRS) provides a definitive demographic dataset charting India’s progress in
public health over a decadal timeline (2014 to 2024).

Key Decadal Comparative Statistics (2014 vs. 2024):

Birth Rate: Declined from 21 to 18.3 (Births per 1,000 population).

Death Rate: Down marginally from 6.7 to 6.4 (Deaths per 1,000 population).
Infant Mortality Rate (IMR):
Dropped significantly from 39 to 24
(Infant deaths per 1,000 live births).
Rural-Urban Gaps & State
Interventions:

Rural IMR fell from 43 to 27, whereas
urban IMR made exceptional
progress, dropping down to 17.
State Leaders: Kerala recorded the
lowest IMR in the nation at a single-digit score of 8. It also registered the lowest
Natural Growth Rate (NGR) of 3.9%.

Tamil Nadu locked in the second position among large states, achieving an NGR
of 4.8% and an IMR of 11.

TNPSC Syllabus Backgrounder:

Demography & Human Development: The NGR is calculated by subtracting
the crude death rate from the crude birth rate, excluding migration factors. A
declining NGR and a low single-digit IMR show a state entering Phase IV of the
Demographic Transition Model (low birth rate, low death rate). This dataset is
vital for Mains answers on population dynamics and health infrastructure.

2. Internal & Border Security Frameworks: Smart Border Concept The News
Context: Union Home Minister Amit Shah announced the upcoming rollout of
the Smart Border Concept to plug long-standing security gaps along the
sensitive Pakistan and Bangladesh international boundaries.

Core Pillars of the Program:

Technological Architecture: Integrating an automated security grid using
drones, ground-penetrating radars, thermal cameras, and smart fencing to make
boundaries impregnable.

Demography Mission: Formulating a dedicated mission to trace illegal
migration routes, coordinate data with regional land revenue and police forces,
and view border management as a strict "territorial responsibility" to prevent
demographic changes.

TNPSC Syllabus Backgrounder:

Border Management: Border management comes under the Department of
Border Management under the Ministry of Home Affairs. This shift from physical



policing to technology-driven smart borders aligns with the recommendations of
the Comprehensive Integrated Border Management System (CIBMS).

1. Judicial Interpretation: Supreme Court on UAPA Bail Curbs vs. Article 21

The News Context: A division bench of the Supreme
Court referred a key question on the Unlawful Activities
(Prevention) Act, 1967 (UAPA) to a larger bench to
protect "parity, consistency, and institutional fidelity".
The Legal Core Conflict:

The bench highlighted a conflict between strict statutory
restrictions on bail under Section 43D(5) of the UAPA and
the fundamental right to personal liberty under Article
21.

The reference addresses whether prolonged incarceration

and delays in trials can override anti-terror bail limits. It 9

builds on the landmark Union of India v. K.A. Najeeb
(2021) judgment, which established that constitutional
courts can grant bail if a long period of detention dilutes
statutory restrictions.

TNPSC Syllabus Backgrounder:

Judicial Precedents: Under Supreme Court rules, a
coordinate bench (sitting with the same strength of judges) cannot overrule or
cast serious doubts on an earlier coordinate bench's decision. The matter must
be sent to the Chief Justice of India to form a larger bench.

2. Editorial 1 Analysis: "Alarm Bells" (Economic Stress in the Core Sector)

The Core Theme: Evaluating structural challenges in the Indian economy by
analyzing the Index of Eight Core Industries (ICI) data for the start of the 2026-
27 financial year.

Key Observations:

ICI Growth Slowdown: Growth slowed to a modest 1.7% in April 2026. The
average growth for the entire 2025-26 fiscal stood at just 2.8%, down from 4.5%
in 2024-25.

Sector Disparity: Only three out of the eight core sectors recorded growth—
Steel, Cement, and Electricity—driven by government capital expenditure
projects. The other five sectors contracted.

Energy Reserves Deficit: The crude oil and natural gas sectors contracted for
16 and 22 consecutive months, respectively. Because India lacks long-term gas
storage infrastructure, it had to cut Liquified Natural Gas (LNG) imports by 30%
to manage foreign exchange outflows.



TNPSC Syllabus Backgrounder:

Core Sector Economics: The ICI measures the combined and individual
performance of production in eight core industries: Coal, Crude Oil, Natural Gas,
Refinery Products, Fertilizers, Steel, Cement, and Electricity. Compiled monthly
by the Office of the Economic Adviser (Ministry of Commerce and Industry), it
accounts for over 40.27% of the weight of items included in the Index of
Industrial Production (IIP).

3. Editorial 2 Analysis: "Cyber Warfare and Global Legal Accountability"

The Core Theme: Analyzing the gaps between international law and the realities
of modern state-sponsored cyber operations during global conflicts.

Key Insights:

Legal Gaps: While Article 2(4) of the UN
Charter prohibits the illegal use of force,
applying this directly to cyberspace
remains difficult because it is hard to
define exactly when a digital disruption
crosses the line into an armed attack.
The Problem of Attribution: Establishing
state responsibility is complicated because
cyber operations are routed through
multiple jurisdictions to avoid clear digital
proof.

India's Position: As India becomes increasingly reliant on digital frameworks for
its finance, energy, and governance infrastructure, it faces unique
vulnerabilities. The editorial emphasizes that India must actively participate in
international forums to help shape cyber norms, rules for attribution, and global
accountability frameworks.
