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2. United States' Indo-Pacific Strategy & Quad Engagement

The News: U.S. Secretary of State Marco Rubio met Prime Minister Narendra
Modi in New Delhi to reiterate India's foundational role in the U.S. Indo-Pacific
policy.

Background Information & Strategic Depth:

The Quad Architecture: This dialogue marks consecutive ongoing ministerial
consultations (following high-level meets across 2025-2026) aimed at maritime
security and infrastructure in the Indo-Pacific zone.

Geopolitical Friction Points: Bilateral ties experience intermittent strain
arising from American protectionist tariffs, complex visa restrictions, and
unsolicited third-party mediation claims over regional flashpoints (e.g., the 2025
India-Pakistan ceasefire claims, which New Delhi officially denied).



Energy Security Axis: Against the backdrop of the continuing conflict with Iran
choking global energy supply networks, the U.S. positions its domestic energy
export surplus as a vital alternative to diversify India's volatile crude oil basket.
Consular Breakthrough: To facilitate ease of doing business and technical
exchange, a new Support Annexe Building at the U.S. Embassy has launched a
priority visa service specifically tailored for Indian nationals.

States under VB-GRAM G are now governed by specific fiscal parameters.

The Gross State Domestic Product (GSDP) Distance—which measures how far
a state's per capita GSDP lags behind the wealthiest states—carries the heaviest
weightage at 42.5%, effectively prioritizing poorer, underdeveloped regions.
Total population metrics (2011 Census) carry 17.5%, benefiting larger states,
with environmental metrics (forests, demographic performance) handling 10%
each.

From the second year of execution, allocations incorporate a strict Performance
Criteria Component, measuring parameters such as the timely disbursement
of wages, structural compliance with statutory social audits, and raw work-
completion percentages.

2. Parliamentary Standing Committees: Committee on Petitions

The News: Reconstitution of the Rajya Sabha Committee on Petitions under a
new parliamentary chairmanship.

Constitutional & Procedural Background:

The Institutional Purpose: The Committee on Petitions acts as an essential
parliamentary grievance-redressal mechanism. It examines public petitions
lodged directly into the House regarding bills pending before Parliament or any
matter of general public importance.

Composition and Nomination Rules: In the Rajya Sabha, the committee
comprises 10 members nominated directly by the Chairman of the Rajya Sabha.
It remains autonomous from executive control and exercises quasi-judicial
scrutiny over public grievances.



LEGAL JURISPRUDENCE & SUPREME COURT
BENCHMARKS

1. Bail Jurisprudence under Anti-Terror Legislations (UAPA)

The Watali Rule vs. The Najeeb Exception:

NIA v. Zahoor Ahmad Shah Watali (2019): The Supreme Court historically
ruled that an elaborate, minute examination of prosecution evidence is forbidden
during a bail stage. Courts must only consider the "broad probabilities"
presented by the state to deny bail.

Union of India v. K.A. Najeeb (2021): A three-judge bench established that where
a trial becomes structurally delayed and an undertrial faces indefinite, prolonged
incarceration, Article 21 of the Constitution (Right to Life and Personal
Liberty) overrides the statutory restrictions of Section 43D(5).
Constitutional courts possess the inherent authority to grant bail to protect basic
liberty.

Current Judicial Divide: Recent observations by senior benches note that
smaller judicial divisions have been systematically "hollowing out" the Najeeb
human rights protection by performing narrow, restrictive interpretations. The
current reference seeks to conclusively establish whether statutory containment
can suppress Article 21 guarantees during systemic trial delays.

2. Right to Information (RTI) Act vs. Private Autonomy



The News: The Central Information Commission (CIC) formally ruled that the
Board of Control for Cricket in India (BCCI) does not fall under the statutory
definition of a "Public Authority" under the RTI Act, 2005.

Legal and Constitutional Mechanics:

Defining Section 2(h) of the RTI Act: A body qualifies as a "public authority"
only if it is established by the Constitution, parliamentary or state legislation, or
via explicit executive notifications. It extends to private corporate entities or
NGOs only if they are owned, controlled, or substantially financed through direct
government funds.

The Status of BCCI: Registered strictly as an autonomous charitable society
under the Tamil Nadu Societies Registration Act, 1975, the cricket body relies
entirely on commercial broadcast deals, media rights, and sponsorships rather
than state grants.

The Interplay with Article 12: The ruling insulates the internal operational
workflows and financial structures of high-revenue sporting monopolies from
universal public classification as an arm of the 'State' under Article 12 of the
Constitution.

TAMIL NADU STATE AFFAIRS & ECONOMY

Public Health Trends and National Sample Survey (NSS) Insights

The News: Analytical data compiled from the 80th Round of the National Sample
Survey (NSS) on Health Consumption shows key shifts in regional health
indicators.

Key Statistical Findings:

Maternal Health Progress: Institutional deliveries across India have expanded
past 95% due to consistent public spending on antenatal care infrastructure.
The Tamil Nadu Healthcare Paradox: Systematic analysis shows that Tamil
Nadu demonstrates a notable socioeconomic paradox: the state maintains some
of the lowest out-of-pocket medical expenditure metrics within public
government hospitals, yet simultaneously displays exceptionally high
healthcare costs within private networks.

Morbidity Shift: Preventable mechanical injuries emerge as the second-highest
source of citizen morbidity starting at age 15, emphasizing the urgent need for a
policy shift toward road safety and occupational health interventions.

THE CRITIQUE OF ON-SCREEN MARKING (OSM)
IN CENTRAL EDUCATION BOARDS

Context: Following the sudden implementation of the digital On-Screen Marking
(OSM) system for evaluating board examinations, wide-scale systemic friction
has emerged, causing a noticeable dip in average scoring parameters and
widespread student-parent protests.



1. Behind the Concept: What is On-Screen Marking (OSM)?

The OSM system is a tech-driven evaluation model designed to phase out
physical paper checking.

The Process: Physical answer scripts are barcoded at collection centers,
completely masking the student's identity to prevent bias. These booklets are
then passed through high-speed industrial scanners. The digitized pages are
uploaded to a secured Cloud network.

The Evaluation: Examiners log into an encrypted portal via specialized
terminals to read and score the answers directly on a screen using digital
styluses or input fields. The software automatically tabulates the marks,
preventing manual adding errors.

2. The Administrative and Technological Drawbacks

While the policy was introduced to bring speed, transparency, and carbon-
neutral efficiency, the editorial highlights severe structural flaws in its execution:

The Digital Reading Fatigue & Cognitive Bias: Evaluating long-form,
handwritten academic sheets on digital screens for 6 to 8 hours continuously
induces severe visual fatigue (Computer Vision Syndrome). This fatigue creates
a cognitive bias where examiners, to finish their daily quota, inadvertently down-
score long-form subjective answers.

Scanning Errors and Legibility Loss: Low-contrast handwriting, light pen
strokes, or sub-optimal physical scanning at regional hubs frequently lead to
pixelated or blurred digital pages. Evaluators often penalize students for
illegibility caused entirely by scanning hardware limitations.

Absence of a Robust Pilot Transition: The sudden transition from physical
paper to a completely digital interface lacked a structured, phased bridge.
Examiners were thrown into complex software environments without sufficient
UI-UX training or dynamic calibration.

TNPSC Analytical Framework: Reforms in Examination Governance

The Core Solution (A/B Testing Model): Before a complete systemic overhaul,
boards must deploy a strict A/B Double-Blind Pilot Framework. A statistically
significant sample of identical answer booklets should be split—one stream
evaluated via traditional physical checking and the other via OSM. The variance
in scores must be statistically analyzed to eliminate software-induced or fatigue-
induced biases.

Technological Safeguards: Incorporating intelligent background-optimization
algorithms to automatically enhance low-contrast handwriting and introducing
mandatory soft-lock cooling periods (e.g., a 5-minute screen lockout every 2
hours) for examiners to preserve evaluation quality.



EDITORIAL 2: THE WORLD HEALTH ASSEMBLY’S
HISTORIC RESOLUTION ON STROKES

Context: The World Health Assembly (WHA) has adopted its first-ever
comprehensive global resolution on strokes, officially elevating cerebrovascular
accidents from an isolated clinical emergency to a top-tier global public health
priority.

1. The Epidemiological Scale of the Crisis

Global Statistics: Annually, over 12 million individuals suffer acute stroke
episodes worldwide. More than 50% of these cases result in immediate or short-
term mortality, while nearly two-thirds of the survivors face permanent physical
or cognitive disabilities, triggering massive domestic socioeconomic burdens.
The Severe Indian Vulnerability: In India, peer-reviewed medical registers
show an alarming crude stroke incidence rate ranging from 108 to 172 per
100,000 individuals every year.

The Age-Shift Phenomenon: Unlike Western populations where strokes
predominantly hit the geriatric community, clinical trends show that strokes
strike Indians nearly a decade earlier, severely damaging the economically
productive, young workforce. The one-month case fatality rate in India remains
exceptionally high, fluctuating wildly between 18% and 42% based on geographic
disparities.

2. Structural Bottlenecks in India's Health Infrastructure

The editorial analyzes why India struggles to manage stroke-related mortality
and long-term morbidity:

The Massive Specialist Deficit: For a population exceeding 1.4 billion, India
possesses an estimated pool of only 8,000 certified neurologists and
neurosurgeons combined. This leaves the vast majority of rural and semi-urban
districts entirely decoupled from specialized emergency brain care.

The Breach of the "Golden Hour": Effective treatment for an ischemic stroke
relies on intravenous thrombolysis (clot-dissolving medication), which must be
administered within a strict 4.5-hour therapeutic window (The Golden Hour)
from the onset of symptoms. Due to poor traffic planning, lack of basic diagnostic
CT scanners at primary and secondary health centers, and low community
awareness, less than 5% of Indian patients reach a suitable tertiary care facility
within this window.

3. Strategic Policy Interventions (Mains Answer Blueprint)

To answer a question on health policy or NCD control in Tamil Nadu, the
following multi-tiered framework from the editorial should be cited:



Hub-and-Spoke Tele-Stroke Networks: Every District Headquarters Hospital
(Hub) with a working CT scanner and a virtual neurologist connection must be
digitally mapped to rural Primary Health Centres (Spokes). Rural medical officers
can be guided via real-time video feeds to safely administer initial stabilizing
doses.

Tamil Nadu's Competitive Advantage: Tamil Nadu can seamlessly integrate
this WHA resolution into its existing "Makkalai Thedi Maruthuvam" scheme.
By proactively screening and aggressively treating the underlying modifiable risk
factors—such as uncontrolled hypertension, diabetes mellitus, and high tobacco
usage at the doorstep level—the state can significantly suppress the upstream
trigger points of acute strokes.

EDITORIAL 3: BILATERAL STRENGTHS AND
FRICTION IN THE U.S.-INDIA INDO-PACIFIC
STRATEGY
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Context: A high-level bilateral dialogue between senior U.S. diplomats and the
Indian administration in New Delhi highlighted deep strategic alignments in the
Indo-Pacific, balanced against persistent, underlying friction points in trade and
third-party regional policies.

1. The Geopolitical Convergence: The Indo-Pacific Architecture



The Counter-Balancing Axis: The core of the U.S.-India relationship is built on
a shared interest in maintaining a "Free and Open Indo-Pacific." This acts as a
direct counter-weight to China's aggressive, unilateral maritime expansionism in
the South China Sea and its rising footprints across the Indian Ocean Region
(IOR).

The Quad and Beyond: The partnership relies heavily on institutionalized
security mechanisms like the Quadrilateral Security Dialogue (Quad) and the
intensive 2+2 Ministerial Dialogues (Defence and Foreign Ministers). These
platforms focus on joint naval exercises (like Malabar), real-time maritime
domain awareness, and collaborative undersea tracking networks.

2. The Points of Divergence and Strategic Friction

The editorial provides an objective, critical assessment of the structural strains
that prevent the relationship from turning into a formal military alliance:

Protectionist Tariff Regimes: Economic ties continue to hit roadblocks due to
mutual trade protectionism. While the U.S. repeatedly penalizes Indian digital
service taxes and high agricultural import tariffs, India faces restricted access to
American markets through non-tariff barriers and strict environmental
compliance mandates.

The Complex Iran-Middle East Cleavage: With escalating military escalations
in West Asia choking critical global shipping choke points like the Strait of
Hormuz, India's energy security is under direct threat. While the U.S. demands
strict economic sanctions on Iran, India is forced to maintain delicate diplomatic
balancing acts to preserve its strategic investments in the Chabahar Port, which
acts as India's gateway to landlocked Central Asia.

Third-Party Mediation Disagreements: The editorial references recent,
unverified claims by Western diplomats regarding third-party mediation in
historical South Asian bilateral disputes (such as India-Pakistan border
arrangements). New Delhi has consistently maintained a strict, non-negotiable
Bilateralism Doctrine, rejecting any external, unsolicited international
intervention.

3. Strategic Conclusion for Mains

India refuses to be a junior partner in a unipolar or bipolar military alignment.
Instead, it practices "Strategic Autonomy." This approach allows India to co-
opt American military tech and maritime surveillance capabilities to secure the
Indian Ocean, while simultaneously retaining the sovereign right to trade and
engage diplomatically with traditional partners like Russia and complex
neighbors like Iran based purely on its own national interest.



EDITORIAL 4: THE FISCAL AND STRUCTURAL
PARADIGM SHIFT IN RURAL EMPLOYMENT (VB-
GRAM G OVER MGNREGA)

Context: The Union Government’s notification of the draft operational guidelines
for the Viksit Bharat-Guarantee for Rozgar and Aajeevika Mission (VB-GRAM
G) marks a fundamental, historic departure from the structural framework of
the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act (MGNREGA).

1. The Philosophical Shift: Demand-Based vs. Allocative Fiscalism

The editorial details a profound shift in how welfare schemes are legally and
financially structured in India:

The Statutory Demand Model (MGNREGA): Under the original 2005 Act, rural
employment was a legal right. If a registered citizen demanded work, the local
state machinery was legally bound to provide manual labor within 15 days,
failing which an unemployment allowance had to be paid. The budget was fluid—
as demand rose, the central government had to inject supplementary funds.
The Normative Allocation Model (VB-GRAM G): The new framework shifts from
a demand-driven approach to a fixed budget allocation model. The Centre
provides preset, capped financial pools to states based on specific socioeconomic
metrics, prioritizing fiscal predictability over open-ended welfare spending.

2. The 16th Finance Commission Devolution Metric

A critical area highlighted in the editorial is the alignment of individual state
fund allocations with the horizontal devolution parameters of the 16th Finance
Commission:

Income Distance Metric (42.5%): The lion's share of the VB-GRAM G fund
allocation is governed by "Income Distance'—measuring how far a state's per
capita Gross State Domestic Product (GSDP) lags behind the top-performing
states. This heavily favors economically distressed and less industrialized
northern and eastern states.

The Performance-Linked Component: Starting from the secondary phases of
implementation, fund releases are strictly tied to specific performance
parameters. States that fail to execute timely social audits, demonstrate low
asset-creation utility, or show structural delays in generating work logs will face
direct financial penalties in their subsequent funding cycles.

3. Critical Implications for Tamil Nadu & Cooperative Federalism



The Financial Strain on Advanced States: Progressive, highly industrialized
states like Tamil Nadu face a dual structural challenge.

. Due to high historical GSDP performance and lower poverty ratios, Tamil Nadu's
share under the "Income Distance" metric drops naturally.

. The shift from a 100% Centre-funded wage system under MGNREGA to a 60:40
shared funding ratio under VB-GRAM G places a direct, heavy fiscal burden on
the State Budget.

The Asset-Creation Mandate: While MGNREGA was frequently critiqued for
creating non-durable, temporary assets (like simple mud roads or desiltation
channels), VB-GRAM G mandates a strict pivot toward climate-resilient,
durable community infrastructure (like minor check dams, community solar
micro-grids, and institutional cold storage facilities). States must rapidly
upgrade their rural engineering departments to meet these stringent asset-
creation guidelines to avoid missing out on performance-linked central funds.
