1. The Uniform Civil Code (UCC) Assam, 2026 Bill

News Item: The Government of Assam has officially
tabled The Uniform Civil Code, Assam, 2026 Billin the
State Legislative Assembly. The legislation proposes Assam Assembly
a common set of laws governing personal matters introduces UCC |
such as marriage, divorce, succession, and live-in third state after
relationships for all its residents. Uttarakhand
Key Provisions of the Bill: and Gujarat
Purview and Exemptions: Crucially, the draft
legislation excludes Scheduled Tribes (ST's) from its
purview to protect indigenous tribal customs and
practices.

Ban on Polygamy: Bigamy and polygamy are strictly :
prohibited. Any violation will invite imprisonment up ' i
to seven years under Section 82 of the Bharatiya B8 @& ®@ /
Nyaya Sanhita (BNS), 2023.

Standard Legal Age: The legal age for marriage is standardised at 21 years for
grooms and 18 years for brides across all communities.

Compulsory Registration: Registration of all marriages and divorces is made
mandatory to prevent fraud and legal disputes. It codifies uniform grounds for
divorce such as cruelty, desertion, or mutual consent.

Mandatory Live-in Registration: Partners in a live-in relationship must register
their relationship with the authorities within one month. Failure to comply will
attract imprisonment for up to three months or a fine up to 310,000.
Legitimacy and Inheritance Rights: The Bill explicitly declares that children
born out of live-in relationships are fully legitimate. It also gives a deserted live-
in partner the right to claim financial maintenance through courts. For intestate
inheritance, it establishes a uniform, gender-equal order of preference among
Class-1 heirs (spouse, children, and parents).

Statutory Streamlining: The Bill repeals the Assam Compulsory Registration of
Muslim Marriages and Divorces Act, 2024.

Background Information for TNPSC Group 1:

Constitutional Basis: UCC is explicitly mentioned under Article 44 of the
Directive Principles of State Policy (DPSP) in Part IV of the Indian Constitution,
which directs the State to secure a uniform civil code for citizens throughout the
territory of India.

Other States with UCC: Uttarakhand was the first state in independent India
to pass a UCC law, followed by Gujarat. Assam is the latest state to move towards
its implementation.

2. Legal Accountability of Central Bodies: The NTA Structure Dispute

News Item: The Supreme Court of India squarely blamed the National Testing
Agency (NTA) for the repeat question paper leak of the NEET-UG 2026
examination. A two-judge Bench headed by Justice P.S. Narasimha issued
notices to the Union Ministry of Education and NTA on petitions demanding
structural reforms.

The Core Legal Issue: A second petition by the United Doctors Front has
explicitly approached the Supreme Court seeking the transition of the NTA
from a registered society to a statutory body established by an Act of
Parliament.

Background Information for TNPSC Group 1:

Societies Registration Act vs. Statutory Bodies: NTA was originally
established as an autonomous premier testing organization registered as a
society under the Societies Registration Act, 1860. Societies lack direct legislative
control and are handled via executive oversight.

Statutory Body Significance: Converting an apex testing body into a statutory
entity means it is created via a parliamentary act (similar to the UPSC or National
Medical Commission). This transition ensures strict legislative audit,
accountability to Parliament, legal penalties for operational failures, and
institutional permanence under public law.

Radhakrishnan Committee: Following the previous security breaches, the apex
court directed the constitution of a high-powered monitoring committee headed
by former ISRO Chairman K. Radhakrishnan to overhaul examination security
protocols, suggesting a structural shift towards a Computer-Based Test (CBT)
mechanism.

TAMIL NADU POLITY, GOVERNANCE & STATE
ECONOMY

1. Tamil Nadu Cooperative Crop Loan Waiver Scheme

News Item: The Tamil Nadu Government, headed by Chief Minister C. Joseph
Vijay, has announced a major welfare measure waiving crop loans taken by
small, marginal, and large-scale farmers from cooperative banks. The scheme
will impose a fiscal burden of ¥2,044.46 crore on the state exchequer, benefiting
14,22,555 farmers.

Slab-wise Waiver Structure (Crucial for TNPSC Prelims/Mains Data):
Marginal Farmers: Loans up to 350,000 are 100% completely waived.

Small Farmers: For loans up to 350,000, 50% of the loan amount within this
limit will be waived.



Loan Bracket Adjustments: Marginal farmers who borrowed between 350,000
and 260,000 will receive a standard waiver of R40,000. Small farmers in the same
bracket will receive 320,000.

Higher Loan Caps: Small and marginal farmers who borrowed more than 1
lakh from cooperative institutions will be given a flat waiver of 325,000.
Large-scale Farmers: Large farmers are included under an all-inclusive bracket
providing a uniform, flat waiver of 315,000 each.

Eligibility Timeline: The scheme applies to crop loans availed between May 1,
2025, and February 28, 2026.

Background Information for TNPSC Group 1:

Definition of Farmers (NABARD Standards):

Marginal Farmer: A farmer cultivating (as owner or tenant or sharecropper)
agricultural land up to 1 hectare (2.5 acres).

Small Farmer: A farmer cultivating agricultural land of more than 1 hectare and
up to 2 hectares (5 acres).

Role of Cooperative Credit Structures: In Tamil Nadu, agricultural short-term
credit is disbursed via a three-tier system: Primary Agricultural Cooperative
Credit Societies (PACCS) at the village level, District Central Cooperative Banks
(DCCBs) at the district level, and the Tamil Nadu State Apex Cooperative Bank
(TNSC Bank) at the state level.

Economic Impact: While loan waivers alleviate immediate rural distress and
tackle agrarian crises, economists caution that sudden large-scale waivers
expand the revenue deficit, impact state capital expenditure, and alter the credit
culture among borrowers.

2. Dynamic Political Developments: Defections and Anti-Defection
Complexities

News Item: Three rebel MLAs belonging to the opposition AIADMK resigned from
their legislative seats and formally joined the ruling Tamilaga Vettri Kazhagam
(TVK). This development triggered sharp political controversy regarding
legislative horse-trading and party majorities.

Operational Mechanics of Resignation: The Speaker of the Tamil Nadu
Assembly, J.C.D. Prabhakar, accepted the resignations, stating that MLAs
submitting letters in person using the prescribed format are not legally required
to state a reason for their resignation.

Background Information for TNPSC Group 1 (Mains Focus):

The Tenth Schedule (Anti-Defection Law): Inserted by the 52nd
Constitutional Amendment Act, 1985. It penalizes individual MPs/MLAs for
leaving one party to join another.

Resignation Loophole: To circumvent disqualification under the Tenth
Schedule (which bars defection unless a group splits/merges under specific
terms), legislators choose to resign from the assembly altogether. This causes a
vacancy under Article 190(3)(b) of the Constitution.

Speaker's Power under Article 190: The 33rd Constitutional Amendment Act,
1974, amended Article 190(3)(b) to state that if an MLA resigns, the Speaker will



accept it only if they are satisfied that the resignation is voluntary or genuine. If
a handwritten letter is presented in person in the prescribed format, the Speaker
accepts it, forcing by-elections in those specific constituencies.

3. Interstate River Water Disputes: The Mekedatu Dam Consultations

News Item: Chief Minister Joseph Vijay held an emergency high-level
consultative meeting with Cauvery river water experts and legal luminaries at
the Secretariat, instructing officials to pursue continued legal action to oppose
Karnataka's planned construction of the Mekedatu balancing reservoir.
Background Context & Legal Evolution:

What is the Mekedatu Project? Karnataka proposes to construct a balancing
reservoir at Mekedatu across the Cauvery river in Ramanagara district. The
project aims to store water to supply drinking needs to Bengaluru city and
generate hydroelectric power.

Tamil Nadu's Stand: Tamil Nadu strongly objects, arguing that a storage project
at Mekedatu restricts the natural flow of water downstream, directly infringing
upon the water allocations mandated by the Inter-State Water Disputes Tribunal
and the Supreme Court. It hampers irrigation in the delta districts.

The Judicial Directives: In a crucial historical reference noted during the
meeting, on November 11, 2025, the Supreme Court ruled that individual state
lawsuits could not arbitrarily block environmental or technical evaluations. It
stated that the Central Water Commission (CWC), comprising top-tier technical
experts, holds the ultimate authority to determine whether any proposed
infrastructural design complies strictly with previous river water adjudications.
Constitutional Article: Article 262 empowers Parliament to adjudicate
disputes relating to waters of interstate rivers or river valleys, leading to the
creation of the Inter-State Water Disputes Act, 1956.

INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS & GEOPOLITICS

1. The Quad Foreign Ministers Meeting (New Delhi)

News Item: External Affairs Minister S. Jaishankar is hosting the high-profile
Quad Foreign Ministers meeting at New Delhi's Hyderabad House. The summit
is attended by US Secretary of State Marco Rubio, Australian Foreign Minister
Penny Wong, and Japanese Foreign Minister Toshimitsu Motegi.

Bilateral Strain Factors: MINISTERS' MEETING

The meeting occurs amidst
complex bilateral friction between New Delhi and Washington under the Donald
Trump administration. Friction points include a 50% unilateral tariff imposed
by the US on specific Indian goods, immigration caps, and divergent strategic
approaches to global conflicts.

The "Middle Power" Conundrum: Diplomatic updates indicate that the
grouping is evaluating structural changes. Given India's scheduling roadblocks
for full-scale presidential Quad Summits in 2024 and 2025, the grouping may
formalize regular governance primarily at the Foreign Minister level.

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2. Changing Dynamics of the West Asian Conflict & The Abraham Accords

News Item: US President Donald Trump issued a sweeping statement declaring
that West Asian and Muslim-majority countries must unconditionally formalize
diplomatic normalization with Israel by simultaneously signing onto the
Abraham Accords as a mandatory precursor to any comprehensive security deal
involving Iran.

The Abraham Accords Framework: Originally brokered in late 2020, these
accords are a series of joint normalization agreements between Israel and Arab
nations (initially the UAE and Bahrain, later expanding to Sudan and Morocco).
The current US administration is pushing to make it legally mandatory for key
regional configurations—including Qatar, Pakistan, Egypt, Turkiye, and
Jordan—to sign up to the framework.

Impact on India: Sujata Sharma, Joint Secretary at the Union Petroleum
Ministry, reported that Indian Oil Marketing Companies (OMCs) have been under
severe economic pressure due to supply chain chokepoints during the West
Asian escalation. The temporary closure of the Strait of Hormuz directly choked
maritime energy supplies, forcing Brent crude to trade consistently over $104—
$105 a barrel, causing Daily Revenue hits across the energy sector.

3. China-Pakistan Strategic Infrastructure Consolidation



News Item: Chinese President Xi Jinping met with Pakistani Prime Minister
Shehbaz Sharif and Pakistan's Army Chief Asim Munir in Beijing, describing
their bilateral alliance as an "all-weather strategic partnership" and an
"unbreakable" bond.

TNPSC International Focus (CPEC Context): The strategic engagement
underlines China’s continued commitment to the China-Pakistan Economic
Corridor (CPEC), a flagship project of the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) that cuts
through Pakistan-occupied Kashmir (PoK), which India consistently objects to
on sovereignty grounds.

Article 280: The Finance

Commission is a quasi-judicial statutory body constituted by the President of
India every five years (or earlier) under Article 280 of the Indian Constitution.
Core Mandate: Its primary role is to bridge the fiscal imbalances between the
Union and the States (Vertical Devolution) and among the various States
(Horizontal Devolution). It recommends the distribution of the net proceeds of
taxes between the Center and the States under Article 270.

2. The Mechanics of Fiscal Devolution Under the 16th FC

Vertical Devolution Share: The 16th FC retained the vertical devolution share
at 41% for the States (matching the 15th FC's allocation, after adjusting 1% for
the erstwhile state of Jammu & Kashmir).

Horizontal Devolution Criteria & Weights: To distribute this 41% pool among
individual states, specific socio-economic criteria are used:



Income Distance (42.5%): The distance of a state’s per capita income from the
state with the highest per capita income (Goa/Haryana). This is a purely equity-
based parameter favoring fiscally weaker states.

Population (17.5%): Based strictly on the 2011 Census data, replacing the 1971
data to reflect current demographic realities.

Area (10.0%): To compensate states with vast administrative jurisdictions.
Forest Cover & Ecology (10.0%): To reward states for maintaining green cover and
climate-resilient assets.

Demographic Performance (10.0%): To reward states that have successfully
controlled population growth (calculated by taking the inverse of the fertility rate
based on 1971 population vs current indicators).

Contribution to National GDP (10.0%): Introduced to incentivize economic
productivity and revenue mobilization.

3. Severe Criticisms and Technical Structural Flaws Raised by Well-Performing
States

The Cess and Surcharge Loophole: Over 15% to 18% of the Union's gross tax
revenues are currently collected under the guise of cesses and surcharges (e.g.,
Krishi Kalyan Cess, Education Cess). Under Article 271, cesses and surcharges
do not form part of the Divisible Pool shared with states. This directly shrinks
the actual resource pool available to states, prompting industrialized states like
Tamil Nadu to demand a strict statutory cap on cesses at 8%—-10% of total tax
revenue.

The Equity vs. Efficiency Imbalance: The 16th FC retains a highly skewed
weight structure where efficiency-related parameters (Demographic Performance
+ GDP Contribution) account for only 20% to 30%, while equalization/equity
criteria (Income Distance + Population) stand at a massive 70%. This penalizes
states that invest heavily in human capital and infrastructure.

The Square Root Transformation Formula Fallacy: To compensate fiscally
weaker states, the 16th FC introduced a "contribution to national GDP" criterion
(10% weight) but applied a square root mathematical transformation to actual
Gross State Domestic Product (GSDP) shares. This heavily compressed the real
economic weight of highly industrialized states:

Maharashtra's actual GSDP share of 14.23% was downscaled to 8.31%.

Tamil Nadu's real GSDP share of 9.09% was artificially deflated to 6.67%.
Karnataka's share dropped from 8.95% to 6.59%.

4. The Widening North-South Fiscal Asymmetry

Due to continuous unconditional equalization criteria, four major beneficiary
states—Bihar (including Jharkhand), Madhya Pradesh (including
Chhattisgarh), Uttar Pradesh (including Uttarakhand), and West Bengal—
saw their combined share jump from 42.5% during the 6th FC era to a staggering
51% under the recent FC awards.

Conversely, the southern states (Tamil Nadu, Karnataka, Kerala, Andhra
Pradesh, and Telangana) witnessed their combined share plunge from 24.8%



down to 15.8%,
performing states.

2. The Vulnerability of India's Sensitive Sectors

Dairy and Agriculture Sector: Opening up the dairy sector to Australian milk
solids and cheese could wipe out small-scale dairy cooperatives in India (like
AMUL or AAVIN), which run on thin margins and act as a social security net for
rural women.

Sensitive Track List: India maintains a strict "Negative List" or "Sensitive Track
List" in its Free Trade Agreements (FTAs) to shield items like dairy, fresh
vegetables, wheat, sugar, and specific electronic goods from zero-duty import
surges.

3. Strategic Shift: Tariff Talks to Technology Cooperation

The editorial argues that rather than turning agricultural trade negotiations into
a zero-sum tariff war, India must leverage Australia’s structural demand for
market access to secure deep capital investments in modern agricultural support
infrastructure.

Biosecurity Standards Alignment: Move from pure tariff barriers to mutual
recognition of biosecurity and phytosanitary standards to help Indian organic
and agro-processed products enter western supply lines safely.

Infrastructural Tech Transfer: India loses between 15% to 35% of its total
agricultural output annually to pests, post-harvest inefficiencies, and logistical
deficiencies. Australia’s domain expertise in cold-chain logistics, precision
farming tools, water management, and climate-adaptive farming can be
institutionalized through frameworks like the India-Australia Smart Farm
Network Initiative.

Critical Minerals Partnership: India's renewable energy transition (Electric
Vehicles, solar panels) requires a steady supply of Lithium, Cobalt, and Rare
Earth Elements. Australia is a powerhouse for these minerals. CECA should
prioritize the Quad Critical Minerals Initiative to secure supply chains, bypassing
Chinese monopolies.

EDITORIAL 3: Demographic Transition Paradigm: "From Black to Grey"

Context: The editorial examines the startling demographic realities revealed by
the Sample Registration System (SRS) Statistical Report, highlighting that
India is graying much faster than expected.

1. Key Statistical Datapoints (Crucial for Socio-Economic Measures)

India's Total Fertility Rate (TFR): Has dropped sharply to 1.9, falling well
below the population replacement level of 2.1.

Crude Birth Rate (CBR) Trends: Declined systematically from 21 in 2014 down
to 18.3 in 2024.

Crude Death Rate (CDR) Trends: Decreased marginally from 6.7 to 6.4 over the
same decennial timeline due to improved healthcare networks.



Regional Disparities: Southern states like Kerala and Tamil Nadu have TFRs
hovering around 1.5 to 1.6 (similar to European averages), whereas states like
Bihar and Uttar Pradesh still maintain TFRs above 2.4.

2. The Shifting Focus of State Interventions

The Demography Paradox: While India currently enjoys its prime demographic
dividend—boasting a median age of 29.2 years (in stark contrast to China’s
median of 40.2 years) with over 65% of the population under 35 years—the
country is rapidly turning from an era of population explosion to an era of an
ageing society and a shrinking workforce.

The Fallacy of Cash Incentives: The editorial critiques the sudden policy shift
by certain southern states (like Andhra Pradesh or Tamil Nadu planning cash
handouts ranging from 330,000 to 340,000 for families having a third or fourth
child to protect their parliamentary seat allocations).

Why Cash Handouts Fail: Global and empirical data (from South Korea, Japan,
and Singapore) indicates that cash incentives fail to produce long-term increases
in fertility. Lower birth rates are driven by structural shifts—such as rapid
urbanization, increased costs of private schooling and urban housing, expanded
women's educational choices, and demanding professional career paths.

3. Correct Policy Resolution for Sustainable Governance

States must avoid fiscal handouts and instead build robust, institutional social
infrastructure, similar to the Nordic Model. This involves:

. Investing heavily in universal public childcare and creéche facilities at
workspaces.

. Enforcing flexible working hours and robust, paid parental leave for both
mothers and fathers.

. Providing ironclad legal protections for mothers against corporate career gaps.

. Overhauling senior-citizen social security, geriatric healthcare, and pension
funds to support an aging demographic in the coming decades.

EDITORIAL 4: Urban Development & Environmental Engineering: Peri-
Urban Water Governance

Context: Co-authored by World Bank Executive Director Parameswaran lyer
and CEEW CEO Arunabha Ghosh, this piece focuses on the severe governance
crisis and environmental degradation plaguing India's Peri-Urban Expanse (the
transition zones between rural countryside and urban boundaries).

1. The "Missing Middle" Phenomenon

The Census Towns Surge: Over the past two decades, the number of
unrecognized Census Towns in India has expanded from 1,362 to 3,784—a
staggering 178% increase.

What is a Census Town? A settlement that satisfies urban demographic criteria
(population over 5,000, density above 400 people/sq km, and 75% of the male



working population engaged in non-agricultural pursuits) but has not been
formally declared or classified as an wurban local body by the state
government.

The Institutional Vacuum: Because they are legally administered as rural
panchayats but possess urban 4

densities, they lack the institutional
framework, budgetary allocations,
and planning capacity to handle solid
waste, municipal drinking water, and
underground sewerage systems.

2. The Sanitation & Ecological Threat g
of Untreated Septage

Nearly 40 million urban/peri-urban &
households depend entirely on on- *
site fecal storage systems like septic tanks.

The Regulation Crisis: Desludging is completely unregulated. Private tanker
operators clean these tanks and illegally dump untreated, highly toxic septage
into open fields, agricultural lands, and natural rivers (peri-urban ecosystems).
The Reverse Effect: Discharging a single 5,000-liter tanker of raw septage into
an open water body introduces a massive biological oxygen demand (BOD) load,
completely reversing the health and sanitation gains achieved by constructing
thousands of rural households under the Swachh Bharat Mission.

3. The Five-Point Action Plan for Sustainable Urban Governance

Legal Reclassification: Constitute formal, statutory Nagar Panchayats or
Urban Local Bodies for all designated Census Towns as legally mandated by the
74th Constitutional Amendment Act, 1992.

Source Sustainability: Protect peri-urban catchments, wetlands, and lakes
from real estate encroachment. Conduct community-driven sanitary inspections
to safeguard local aquifers from groundwater contamination.

Launch SBM 3.0: Introduce Swachh Bharat Mission 3.0 under the Ministry of
Jal Shakti with an explicit, statutory focus on Fecal Sludge and Septage
Management (FSSM) using GPS-monitored desludging networks and dedicated
treatment facilities.

Policy Incentives for Decentralized Tech: Scale up plug-and-play modular
wastewater recovery startups via public procurement mandates, tax exemptions,
and single-window clearance channels.

Strategic Blended Finance: Deploy innovative finance frameworks (combining
state risk-mitigation metrics, corporate social responsibility (CSR) funds, and
multilateral funding like World Bank loans) to build resilient local public utilities
capable of circular economic operations (treating wastewater and selling it for
industrial reuse).
