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TAMIL NADU CURRENT AFFAIRS

1. Public Health: Rollout and Success of 'Kosonol Erappila Thittom'

Context: The death rates for Tuberculosis (TB) have registered a sharp decline
across six major districts in Tamil Nadu following the implementation of a
targeted healthcare intervention known as the Kosonol Erappila Thittom.
Background & Core Concept: * TB control remains a crucial parameter under
Sustainable Development Goal (SDG) 3 (Good Health and Well-being).

The Kosonol Erappila Thittom focuses primarily on reducing mortality rates by
implementing intensive tracking, early therapeutic interventions, and dedicated
nutritional assistance to high-risk respiratory patients.

2. State-Centre Relations & University Administration Dispute

Context: A significant political debate has emerged following remarks made by
Tamil Nadu Higher Education Minister P. Viswanathan regarding the
administrative structure of State-run universities. The Minister re-asserted that
under no condition would the legislative and administrative rights of the State
be compromised.

The Legislative Conflict: * Under the previous DMK-led administration, the
Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly had passed several crucial statutory
amendments to the Acts governing higher educational institutions.

These amendments officially transferred the ultimate authority to appoint Vice-
Chancellors (VCs) of State-run universities from the Governor (who functions as
the Chancellor) directly to the Chief Minister of the State.

Minister Viswanathan specified that the newly formed government—comprising
the coalition of Congress and the Tamilaga Vettri Kazhagam (TVK)—stands firmly
resolved to protect these amendments and maintain the State's autonomy in its
education department.

3. Coastal Infrastructure: Tuna Fishing Harbour at Tiruvottiyur Kuppam
Context: Local fishermen associations have approached the Tamil Nadu State

Government seeking immediate infrastructural upgrades, post-processing
training, and specialized financial assistance to operationalize the Tuna Fishing



Harbour built at Tiruvottiyur Kuppam in Chennai at an estimated cost of 3200
crore.

Technical Challenges & Structural Flaws:

The harbour project was originally conceptualized in 2015 and opened recently,
but it remains locked due to operational safety concerns.

The constructed breakwaters have failed to function effectively, allowing severe
oceanic waves to enter the inner basin, which causes fishing boats to collide and
suffer damages.

Furthermore, the facility severely lacks vital pre-processing areas (where the fish
innards are hygienically removed), post-processing logistics, waste management
systems, and the world-class cleanliness required to secure mandatory export
certifications.

Culture and Heritage: Srivilliputhur Book Launch Under 'Shrine Series'

Historical and Geographical Highlights for Prelims:

Andal and Periyazhvar: Srivilliputhur is globally renowned for its ancient Andal
Temple and the Vatapatrasayee Temple. It is the birthplace of the 8th-century
poet-saint Andal, who composed the iconic Thiruppavai and Vaaranam Aayiram
verses.

Geographical Indication (GI) Tag: The town is economically and culturally
famous for its traditional milk sweet, Srilliputhur Palkova, which holds a
registered GI Tag.

Historic Institutions: The text documents the historic Pennington Library
established in the year 1875, as well as the G.S. Hindu High School where the
legendary physicist K.S. Krishnan studied before co-contributing to the discovery
of the 'Raman Effect' alongside Sir C.V. Raman in 1928.

The project involves maintaining targeted marine litter reductions of up to 85%,
continuous testing of bathing water quality, and creating zero-waste zones.

NATIONAL AFFAIRS

1. Corporate Governance & Anti-Trust Law: SC Overturns CCI Order on
Amazon

Context: In a landmark judgement for corporate regulatory compliance, a
Supreme Court Bench comprising Justices Vikram Nath and Sandeep Mehta set
aside a major Competition Commission of India (CCI) order levied against
international e-commerce giant Amazon.

Legal Details & Judgement Philosophy:

The apex court officially rescinded a 3202-crore penalty that had been imposed
on Amazon by the anti-trust regulator.

The case stemmed from a 2019 regulatory combination wherein the CCI had
revoked Amazon’s strategic acquisition of a 49% stake in Future Coupons.

The SC Principle: The Bench categorically noted that the enforcement
mechanisms utilized by market regulators must proactively protect market
competition without destabilizing broader investor confidence. Crucially, the
court emphasized that ensuring the "fair treatment of foreign investors did not
mean providing them with special treatment" over domestic players.

Key Findings: * The collective income of 36 registered regional political parties
plummeted by over 51% during the financial year 2024-25, falling down to
%1,193 crore from the previous fiscal year's mark of 32,463 crore.

Alarmingly, these regional bodies overspent their resources, with their
cumulative financial expenditure exceeding their combined income by 20%.

Uttar Pradesh, and Maharashtra—for
strategic asset monetisation in the o
current financial year (FY27). ()
The Monetisation Strategy: * The LIKE & SUBSCRIBE
asset portfolio comprises a total
length of 1,692.5 kilometers of vital economic and logistical corridors.

The monetisation will execute via the Toll-Operate-Transfer (TOT) mode and
Infrastructure Investment Trusts (InvITs) to aggressively mobilize private
financial capital for secondary public infrastructure investment.

5. Education Policy & Logistics: NEET-UG Logistics Overhaul Proposal

chain of upcoming nationwide examinations.

Indian Air Force (IAF) to securely transport highly sensitive question papers from
central printing presses directly to examination centers.

Currently, these papers rely on traditional postal networks, which expose them
to multiple human handling points across the country.

: INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

1. West Asian Geopolitics: Tentative Truce and Ceasefire Negotiations
between USA and Iran

Context: Diplomatic negotiators representing the United States and Iran have
successfully carved out a tentative, draft agreement aimed at extending an
ongoing ceasefire in their 3-month-old conflict by an additional 60 days.
Strategic Clauses of the Proposed Memorandum of Understanding (MoU):
Strait of Hormuz Mandate: The tentative MoU states explicitly that Iran will be
legally barred from imposing arbitrary transit tolls on commercial vessels
navigating through the Strait of Hormuz. Additionally, Iran must completely
clear all deployed underwater mines from this vital maritime choke point within
30 days.

Economic Counter-Incentives: In return, the United States would
systematically lift its active naval blockades surrounding the strait and gradually
relax its severe economic sanctions, thereby allowing Iran to legally expand its
crude oil exports into international markets.

Nuclear Dialogue: The expansion of the ceasefire is intentionally bound to
launching fresh, formal diplomatic talks surrounding Iran's controversial
nuclear enrichment program.

2. Indo-Pacific Defence Ties: Second Australia-India Defence Ministers
Dialogue

Context: Australian Deputy Prime Minister and Defence Minister Richard
Marles is scheduled to undertake an official state visit to India to co-chair high-
level bilateral talks with Indian Defence Minister Rajnath Singh.

Geopolitical Connotation: * The dialogue takes place immediately following the
23rd Shangri-La Dialogue in Singapore—the premier defense and security
summit of the Indo-Pacific zone.

As core partners within the QUAD alliance, India and Australia are heavily
focused on establishing maritime domain awareness, signing mutual logistics



sharing pacts, and ensuring a free, open, and rules-based Indo-Pacific region to
counter aggressive maritime assertions.

2. Comprehensive TNPSC Background & Core Dimensions
A. Historical & Structural Evolution of SC Strength

Constitutional Provision: Under Article 124(1) of the Indian Constitution, the
Parliament is empowered to prescribe the number of judges in the Supreme
Court. The Constitution originally provided for a Chief Justice and 7 other judges
in 1950.

Legislative Enhancements: To deal with increasing caseloads, Parliament
enacted the Supreme Court (Number of Judges) Act, 1956, which has been
amended periodically (e.g., 1960, 1977, 1986, 2009, and most recently in 2019
to raise the strength to 34).

B. The Dual Role Dilemma: Constitutional Court vs. Court of Appeal

The Structural Intent: The Law Commission of India has repeatedly pointed
out that the Supreme Court was primarily envisioned to be a Constitutional
Court—an apex body meant to settle substantial questions of law regarding
constitutional interpretation (Article 145(3) states that a minimum of 5 judges
must sit for this purpose).



The Reality (Court of Appeal): Due to the liberal admission of cases under
Article 136 (Special Leave Petitions - SLPs), the SC has functionally
transformed into a regular court of appeal. It routinely spends massive judicial
hours resolving routine civil, criminal, labor, and tax disputes. Consequently,
vital Constitution Benches cannot be formed regularly, causing doctrinal
inconsistency across the lower judiciary.

C. Landmark Safeguards Against Frivolous Public Interest Litigations (PILs)

To prevent the judicial mechanism from being clogged by motivated or
unmeritorious litigation, the Supreme Court laid down strict filtering parameters
in the landmark case State of Uttaranchal v. Balwant Singh Chaufal (2010).
The court held that every High Court and the SC must frame specific rules to
verify the credentials of a PIL petitioner, ensure that the petition seeks to redress
a genuine public injury, and impose exemplary costs on frivolous or vexatious
petitions filed for personal or political vendettas.

D. Gender Disparity in the Higher Judiciary

The editorial emphasizes that expanding the judicial bench presents a historic
opportunity to correct the severe gender imbalance.

Historically, out of hundreds of judges appointed to the Supreme Court since
1950, only a tiny fraction have been women (Justice M. Fathima Beevi being the
first in 1989).

To accelerate representation, the rigid convention of choosing judges strictly
based on seniority within regional High Courts can be dynamically relaxed, a
practice that has historically been applied during male appointments.

3. Policy Recommendations & Way Forward for Mains

Structural Bifurcation: Implementing the long-standing recommendation of the
Law Commission (229th Report) to bifurcate the Supreme Court into a
Constitutional Division (at New Delhi) and multiple National Courts of Appeal
(Regional Benches in Chennai, Mumbai, Kolkata) to handle routine appellate
matters. This directly improves access to justice for Southern states like Tamil
Nadu.

Procedural Time-Management: Transitioning away from open-ended oral
arguments by senior advocates toward a system of strict time-allocation and
reliance on pre-submitted, concise written briefs.

Institutionalizing a Filtering Mechanism: Deploying advanced Al-driven case
management software to automatically flag and screen out repetitive or defective
petitions at the filing stage itself.

EDITORIAL 2: THE ART OF GEOPOLITICAL BRINKMANSHIP IN THE 21ST
CENTURY

1. The Context & Core Argument

The editorial explores the strategic concept of "Brinkmanship"—the practice of
aggressively pushing a dangerous situation to the absolute brink of active
conflict to force an opponent to back down and concede. In the 21st century,
major powers are using gray-zone tactics and calibrated coercion to alter
geopolitical realities without triggering a full-scale conventional war.

2. Comprehensive TNPSC Background & Core Dimensions
A. Theoretical Underpinnings of Brinkmanship

The Cold War Origin: The term was originally popularized during the Cold War
to describe the nuclear standoff between the USA and the USSR (such as the
Cuban Missile Crisis of 1962).

The Modern Transformation (Gray-Zone Warfare): Today, brinkmanship has
shifted from overt nuclear threats to "gray-zone operations"—actions that fall
below the threshold of open military conflict but aggressively alter the status quo
on the ground or at sea.

B. Case Studies in Modern Coercion
Case 1: The South China Sea & East China Sea Disputes

The Modus Operandi: Since 2006, China has consistently engaged in calibrated
brinkmanship in the South China Sea using its "Cabbage Strategy" (wrapping a
disputed area in successive layers of coast guard ships, fishing militia, and naval
vessels) and constructing artificial islands.

The Legal Overreach: This directly violates the United Nations Convention on
the Law of the Sea (UNCLOS). Despite the 2016 Permanent Court of Arbitration
ruling rejecting China's expansive "Nine-Dash Line" claim, Beijing continues to
leverage its asymmetric power to silence smaller littoral neighbors.

The Resistance: Resilient nations like Japan (defending its sovereignty over the
Senkaku Islands in the East China Sea) and Taiwan have consistently pushed
back against this unilateral coercion by modernizing their defensive postures
and refusing to yield under psychological pressure.

Case 2: The Isolationist Leverage of North Korea

North Korea utilizes a highly specialized form of asymmetric brinkmanship. By
conducting periodic ballistic missile tests and demonstrating nuclear
capabilities, it intentionally projects an unpredictable strategic DNA.



This effectively deters global superpowers from attempting internal regime
changes, while simultaneously holding regional security (South Korea and
Japan) hostage to secure economic concessions or sanctions relief.

3. Strategic Implications and Takeaways for India

Countering Two-Front Threats: India faces asymmetric gray-zone challenges
along its land borders (Line of Actual Control - LAC) and within the maritime
domain. The editorial underscores that India must maintain a balanced strategic
posture: combining calculated restraint with a firm, calibrated willingness to use
military force when redlines are breached (as demonstrated during the Doklam
and Galwan standoffs).

Reinforcing the Indian Ocean Region (IOR): To prevent maritime
brinkmanship from spreading into the Bay of Bengal and the wider Indian
Ocean, India is actively upgrading its strategic infrastructure, specifically at the
Andaman and Nicobar Command (ANC)—the country's only tri-service theater
command.

Leveraging Minilateralism: India must deepen its operational coordination with
multilateral and bilateral partnerships, such as the QUAD (comprising India,
USA, Japan, and Australia), to build robust Maritime Domain Awareness (MDA),
share logistics, and enforce a rules-based international order across the Indo-
Pacific.
