Fixed Minimum Tenure: The regular DGP must have a guaranteed minimum
tenure of two years, irrespective of their date of superannuation, to execute
independent long-term structural reforms.

. Absolute Prohibition on 'Acting DGPs': The Supreme Court later clarified that
states cannot appoint an "Acting DGP" or "DGP-in-charge" as it fundamentally
violates police reforms. The prolonged temporary arrangement in Tamil Nadu
had led activists to approach the Supreme Court with a contempt petition,
leading to the ultimate appointment of Dr. Aggarwal.

§8[1 Static Polity Background: Election Petitions in India

Constitutional Framework: Under Article 329(b) of the Constitution, no
election to the Parliament or State Legislature can be questioned except by an
Election Petition presented to such authority as provided by law.

Statutory Authority: The Representation of the People Act (RPA), 1951
designates the High Court as the original authority to try election petitions
(Section 80A).

Grounds for Voiding an Election: Under Section 100 of the RPA 1951, an
election can be declared void if there was a improper reception, refusal, or



rejection of any vote, or a false assertion by a Returning Officer during the
counting process.

Sustained Intellectual Output: During his 8-year tenure in the Supreme Court,
Justice D.Y. Chandrachud authored over 600 judgments and sat on more than
1,200 Benches. Scheduled breaks are not periods of leisure but essential,
uninterrupted windows used by judges to complete pending judgments, study
voluminous case records, and prepare for complex matters of constitutional
importance.

The Cost of Detachment: Judicial office demands immense psychological
detachment, often at high personal sacrifice. Historical benchmarks—such as
Justice H.R. Khanna’s lone dissent in the ADM Jabalpur case (1976) during
the Emergency, which cost him the Chief Justiceship of India—underline that a
judge's work is an individual and shared commitment to the nation's conscience.

C. Operation Langda in Uttar Pradesh: Criminological Critique

AT Structural Flaws of Extra-Procedural Policing

The Standardized Template: Over 16,000 encounter operations have been
recorded, with the accused surviving with a leg wound in 97% of cases. The
incidents follow an identical narrative template: intelligence received -suspect
intercepted - alleged attempt to flee/ fire - police response in self-defence - gunshot
to the leg - recovery of country-made pistol

Constitutional Concern: This methodology presents a pragmatic short-cut
around structural institutional failures, such as historically low conviction rates
(below 20%) and lagging investigative capacity.



Judicial Guardrails: By shooting to disable rather than kill, the practice creates
a legally defensible narrative where officers can claim self-defence, the state
records an arrest rather than a death, and media channels often broadcast the
police version uncritically. However, this bypasses the sixteen strict investigative
principles mandated by the Supreme Court in People's Union for Civil Liberties
(PUCL) v. State of Maharashtra (2014), which commands independent forensic
and magisterial verification for every encounter.

3. International Relations, Strategic Affairs &
Global Trade

A. US Proposed Section 301 Forced Labour Tariffs

News Event: The office of
the United States Trade
Representative (USTR) has
launched an investigation
proposing to levy a 12.5%
tariff on imports from 54
countries, including
India, for failing to enforce
prohibitions on  goods
produced using forced
labor.

What is Section 301? It comes from the US Trade Act of 1974, allowing the
US President to unilaterally impose tariffs or import restrictions on countries
whose trade practices burden or restrict US commerce.

The Protectionist Pivot: After the US Supreme Court struck down reciprocal
tariffs (like the 50% levy on Indian goods), the USTR repurposed Section 301 to
check labor and environmental standards.

Impact on India: This moves places India in the same tariff bracket as its
regional export competitors like Bangladesh, China, Malaysia, Thailand, and
Vietnam. India's Ministry of Commerce remains engaged in fast-tracking an
Interim Agreement on Trade to counter this protectionist barrier.

B. Persian Gulf Escalation & Maritime Security
News Event: A fragile ceasefire collapsed after an Iranian drone strike targeted

a passenger terminal at Kuwait International Airport, killing an Indian citizen
and wounding 63 others. This came immediately after the US military launched



strikes on an Iranian ground control station on Qeshm Island in the Strait of
Hormuz.

§ U Indian Geopolitical Vulnerabilities

. Energy Security & Maritime Chokepoints: Qeshm Island sits directly inside

the Strait of Hormuz, through which more than one-fifth of global petroleum
liquids pass. Instability immediately pushed crude oil futures to record highs of
39,260 per barrel on the Multi Commodity Exchange (MCX). For India, this
expands the Current Account Deficit (CAD) and impacts the domestic rupee.
Diaspora & Remittances: The strike inside Kuwait shows the expanding risks
to millions of Indian blue-collar and professional workers living in the Gulf,
testing the Ministry of External Affairs' regional evacuation protocols.

C. India-Nepal Bilateral Ties and the S-400 Induction

Neighborhood First Policy: Prime Minister Modi met with Rabi Lamichhane,
chairperson of Nepal's ruling Rastriya Swatantra Party (RSP), emphasizing Nepal
as a "priority partner". The visit is strategically timed to steady relations after
Nepal introduced new customs duties on imported Indian commodities and re-
ignited the Kalapani-Limpiyadhura-Lipulekh border dispute. Both countries are
focusing on digital corridors, seamless connectivity, and joint transit grids
to bypass third-party alignment.

Aerospace Defense Framework: India received the fourth squadron of the
Russian-made S-400 Triumf air defence system under a $5.43-billion
agreement signed in 2018. Crucially, the system features Al-enabled decision-
support capabilities for threat prioritization and target selection, while ensuring
final engagement control remains strictly with human military operators.

While
Capital Goods expanded by an impressive 16 percent (fueled by public
infrastructure spending), Consumer Durables grew by only 4.3 percent and Non-
Durables by 2.8 percent. This indicates that high fuel and energy inflation
continue to severely compress everyday household consumption.

ITP Fundamentals: The IIP is published monthly by the National Statistical
Office (NSO) under MoSPI. It measures short-term changes in the volume of
production of a basket of industrial products.

Core Industries: The Index of Eight Core Industries (ICI) holds nearly 40.27
percent of the weight of items included in the IIP. These are Coal, Crude Oil,
Natural Gas, Refinery Products, Fertilizers, Steel, Cement, and Electricity.



Chain-Linked Framework: The editorial notes the government's intention to
adopt a "chain-linked framework." This statistical method updates sector
weights annually rather than waiting for a base-year change every decade,
ensuring real-time accuracy of industrial health.

2. Constitutional Law: The Right to Be Forgotten vs. Open Justice

Core Editorial Issue: The Delhi High Court recently issued a complex ruling
balancing the principle of "Open Justice" against an individual's "Right to
Informational Privacy" (Right to be Forgotten). The court observed that erasing
digital judicial records simply because an individual demands it undermines the
transparency of the judicial system.

Even if an individual is ultimately acquitted, a simple
internet search brings up the initial criminal charge, severely damaging their
reputation.

. Judicial Resolution: The editorial argues that the actual problem is

the public record. Instead, the judiciary must force digital platforms and court
registries to regularly update their databases so that a search query displays the
final contextual outcome (e.g., an acquittal) rather than preserving the
accusation alone.

The Instrumentation Gap: The Mega Science Vision-2035 report highlights that
India has effectively lost the ability to build its own high-quality scientific
instruments for climate research, relying on uncalibrated imports that can
compromise data accuracy in national journals.

The Great Nicobar Threat: A proposed 382,000 crore mega-infrastructure
project on the Great Nicobar Island requires clearing 130 sq. km of pristine
tropical evergreen forest. This risks irreversible damage to local endemic
biodiversity, indigenous cultures, and fragile island ecosystems.

. Exerkines Release: Physical exercise triggers the release of tiny molecules called
exerkines (peptides, lipids, hormones) into the bloodstream from the liver, heart,
and skeletal muscles.

. The Role of GPLD1: The study focused on a specific liver-produced exerkine
enzyme called GPLD1.

. The Blood-Brain Barrier Breakdown: As organisms age, a protein called TNAP
accumulates along the blood-brain barrier—the defensive network of vessels
protecting the brain. High TNAP levels cause vascular inflammation, make the
barrier leaky, and slow down the clearance of toxic amyloid proteins (a major
cause of Alzheimer's plaques).

. The Mechanism: Injecting GPLD1 or inducing its release via voluntary exercise
breaks down excess TNAP on the blood-brain barrier. This blocks vessel leakage,
lowers inflammation, reduces amyloid plaques, and actively restores spatial
memory functions. This discovery opens up clinical avenues for drug
development targeting dementia through liver-secreted proteins.
