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1. Tamil Nadu State News

Launch of 'Singappen Special Force': * The Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, C.
Joseph Vijay, launched the 'Singappen Special Force'.

The primary objective of this police force is to provide enhanced security for
women and children in public places.

Key functions include monitoring and patrolling, identifying vulnerable areas to
take remedial measures, preventing harassment, and building a people-driven
movement for a safer society.

Foreign Nationals Voting Probe: * Central and State law enforcement agencies,
alongside the Election Commission (EC), are investigating approximately 40
cases of foreign nationals of Indian origin who allegedly voted in the recent Tamil
Nadu Assembly elections.

Authorities are scrutinizing individuals who arrived in Chennai and other cities
specifically to exercise their franchise and departed shortly after the April 23
polling.

If proven, this constitutes cheating under the Representation of the People Act,
1951. Additionally, these individuals face the potential cancellation of their
Overseas Citizen of India (OCI) cards.

House E-Pattas for SC/ST Communities: * Social Justice Minister Vanni Arasu
announced a government initiative to grant house e-pattas to every eligible
SC/ST family within the next five years.

The department will also focus on improving the condition of SC/ST hostels and
ensuring access to burial grounds for these communities.

Robotic-Assisted Cancer Surgeries: * The Adyar Cancer Institute is making
advanced healthcare accessible by offering nearly 60% of its robotic-assisted
cancer surgeries under free and subsidised treatment programs.

The procedures cover thoracic, head and neck, colorectal, and gynaecological
cancers using the da Vinci Surgical System.

TNPDCL Hard Disk Theft Case: * The police recovered 34 stolen hard disks
from a suspect in Bengaluru, which were stolen from the Tamil Nadu Power
Distribution Corporation Limited (TNPDCL) headquarters.

Initial speculations suggested the theft was an attempt to erase evidence in a
multi-crore scam involving the supply of distribution transformers during 2021-
2023. However, retrieved data revealed no incriminating material. The case has
been transferred to the CB-CID.

Compensation for Child Victims (POCSO):

The Madras High Court directed the payment of 310 lakh each to three minor
boys who were victims of aggravated penetrative sexual assault under the
POCSO Act.

The judge emphasized the necessity of substantial monetary compensation for
medical expenses and post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD) therapy to help
victims lead a normal life.



Marina Beach: The Greater Chennai Corporation (GCC) and the police plan to
install solar-based mild lighting and CCTV cameras at Marina Beach, ensuring
it does not disturb olive ridley turtle nesting areas.

2. National News

India's Nuclear Arsenal & Military Spending (SIPRI Report):

According to the Stockholm International Peace Research Institute (SIPRI)

Yearbook 2026, India expanded its nuclear arsenal to 190 warheads by early

2026, up from 180 in 2025.

India remains the world's fifth-largest military

spender, with expenditures reaching $92.1 billion,

an 8.9% increase from the previous year. India is also

the world's second-largest arms importer.

3. International News

Israel-Iran Conflict & Rescue of Indian Seafarers:

Tensions in West Asia flared again as Israel and Iran traded strikes, threatening
to destabilize the region.

In the Gulf of Oman, U.S. forces launched a missile attack on Marivex, an oil
tanker sanctioned for Iranian links, after it attempted to breach an ongoing
blockade.

Twenty-four Indian seafarers aboard the vessel were successfully rescued. India
has issued advisories urging citizens to avoid non-essential travel to both
nations.

India-Oman CEPA Comes into Force:

The India-Oman Comprehensive Economic Partnership Agreement (CEPA)
officially entered into force on June 1, 2026.

Oman has offered duty-free access to 99.38% of India's exports by value. The
agreement will provide major boosts to India's textile, engineering, and
pharmaceutical sectors while creating gateways to broader Gulf and East African
markets.

China's Stance on Relations with India:

Chinese Foreign Ministry spokesperson Lin Jian emphasized that India and
China should hold the '"right strategic perception" and treat each other as
cooperative partners rather than rivals.

H-1B Visa Fee Struck Down in the U.S.:

A U.S. federal judge ruled that the $100,000 fee imposed by President Donald
Trump on new H-1B visas for highly skilled foreign workers was an "unlawful
tax" not authorized by Congress.

Major Earthquake in the Philippines:

A massive 7.8-magnitude earthquake struck the southern Philippines near
General Santos, killing at least 35 people and triggering brief tsunami warnings
across the region.

4. Important Editorials & Analytical Background
(For Mains)



1. A Troubling Judgment: Endorsement of the Special Intensive Revision
(SIR)

Context: The Supreme Court recently endorsed the Election Commission of
India's (ECI) Special Intensive Revision (SIR) of electoral rolls, an exercise that
led to the mass deletion of voters shortly before state assembly elections (e.g., in
Bihar, Tamil Nadu, Kerala, and West Bengal).

TNPSC Mains Perspective (Polity & Governance ):

Statutory Violations: The editorial argues that the ECI's actions violated the
Representation of the People Act, 1950. According to Section 21(2) and Rule 25,
an "intensive" revision of rolls cannot be undertaken right before an election;
only a "summary" revision is legally permissible at that stage to prevent hasty
mass disenfranchisement.

Separation of Powers / Overreach: The most alarming critique is regarding the
determination of citizenship. The ECI unilaterally issued a list of documents
required to prove citizenship to stay on the voter list. The editorial highlights that
determining citizenship criteria is strictly the constitutional domain of the Union
Home Ministry, not the ECI.

Impact on Democratic Rights: By usurping this role and rushing the process,
the ECI has permanently disabled millions of marginalized citizens from
exercising their right to vote without providing a proper grievance redressal
mechanism.

2. Strategic Afterthought: The Great Nicobar Project

Context: The Union Government is pushing forward with a 391,000 crore mega-
development project (comprising an international trans-shipment port, airport,
power plant, and township) in the ecologically fragile Great Nicobar Island, citing
"national security."

TNPSC Mains Perspective (Environment & Ecology )

Ecological Destruction: The island is home to pristine primary tropical
rainforests. The massive deforestation required for this project will irreversibly
destroy the nesting beaches of the vulnerable Leatherback turtle and the habitat
of the endemic Nicobar megapode.

Tribal Displacement & Rights: The project threatens the ancestral lands of
indigenous tribes like the Shompen and Great Nicobarese. Tribal councils allege
that their consent was secured without full disclosure of the project's scale.
Lack of Transparency: Environmentalists argue that the "military and strategic"
tag is being used as a shield to bypass stringent environmental clearance
protocols. Initial assessments by the Finance Ministry’s Public Investment Board
found that the port lacked commercial viability and strategic objectives,
suggesting the defense rationale was retrofitted to justify the ecological damage.



3. The Trust Deficit in India-Bangladesh Ties

Context: Following the ouster of Sheikh Hasina and the 100-day mark of the
new Tarique Rahman-led government in Bangladesh, bilateral relations between
New Delhi and Dhaka remain highly strained.

TNPSC Mains Perspective (International Relations):

Diplomatic Stagnation: Bangladesh expected India to show goodwill by
reversing punitive measures enacted %

during the interim government—such
as restoring full visa services, lifting Ka L

market  access restrictions, and
resuming goods trans-shipment. India
has delayed these actions.

Impact of Domestic Politics on
Foreign Policy: The editorial notes that
aggressive rhetoric by Indian politicians
regarding "illegal Bangladeshi
immigration" during state election campaigns (in Assam and West Bengal) has
created a deep sense of betrayal and mistrust in Dhaka.

The Ganga Water Treaty (1996): The most critical impending issue is the
renewal of the Ganga Water Treaty, set to expire in December 2026. A delay will
severely cripple Bangladesh's Ganges-Kobadak irrigation project, worsening
their domestic economic and agricultural crises. If India fails to act
pragmatically, Bangladesh may be forced to tilt its strategic alignment entirely
towards China.

4. The Oman CEPA: A New Gateway for India’s Exports

Context: The India-Oman Comprehensive Economic Partnership Agreement
(CEPA) came into force on June 1, 2026, marking a significant milestone in
India's West Asia trade policy.

TNPSC Mains Perspective (Indian Economy & Global Trade):

Tariff Elimination: Oman has granted duty-free access to 98.08% of its tariff
lines (covering 99.38% of Indian exports by value). This gives Indian
manufacturers of textiles, apparel, and inorganic chemicals a massive
competitive advantage over rivals like China.

Strategic Access: Oman's geographical position and its rapidly developing ports
(Sohar, Duqm, Salalah) serve as a vital logistical gateway for India to access the
broader Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC) markets and East African economies.
Services and Regulatory Ease: Beyond goods, the CEPA facilitates the mobility
of Indian professionals (IT, healthcare, accounting) through increased intra-
corporate transferee quotas. It also fast-tracks approvals for Indian
pharmaceuticals, reducing compliance costs.



5. A Boost for the Karnataka Workforce (Minimum Wages)

Context: The Karnataka government recently issued a notification equalizing
minimum wages across 81 employment sectors, resulting in an average wage
increase of 60% (e.g., 323,376 per month for unskilled workers in Bengaluru).
TNPSC Mains Perspective (Socio-Economic Issues & Labour Rights ):
Combating Urban Inflation: The policy is lauded as a necessary step to protect
the real wages of the working class against runaway urban inflation. It debunks
the capitalist argument that wage hikes inherently cause inflation, noting
instead that higher wages boost consumption among the lowest economic
deciles.

Critical Lacunae (Feminization of Poverty): The editorial points out a severe
flaw: the notification excludes four massive, female-dominated sectors—garment
making, beedi rolling, agarbathi making, and plantation work.
Inter-generational Impact: By keeping sectors like beedi rolling out of the wage
hike, the state perpetuates a cycle of poverty. Mothers working from home for
meager piece-rates often pull their children into the labor to survive, restricting
the children's educational mobility and trapping them in inter-generational
poverty.
