Governance and Social Welfare

Singappen Special Force Launched: Chief Minister C. Joseph Vijay
officially launched the 'Singappen Special Force' within the Tamil Nadu Police at
the Rajarathinam Stadium in Chennai.
Objective: The force is dedicated to
ensuring the safety and dignity of women
and children, specifically targeting those
who harass them.

Root Cause Addressed: The Chief Minister
identified the spread of narcotics and
substance abuse as a primary root cause of
crimes against women and children, linking
it directly to law and order issues.
Leadership and Structure: The special force is headed by Inspector-General of
Police K. Bhavaneeswari. The inaugural parade was commanded by Shahnaz
lliyas.

Financial Allocation and Expansion: The State government allocated 3354
crore for the first phase of this initiative. The second phase will see the creation
of 2,500 new posts and the induction of modern vehicles.

Polity and Administration

State Autonomy in University Appointments: Higher Education Minister P.
Viswanathan asserted that the State government will not compromise on its
autonomy regarding the appointment of Vice-Chancellors to State universities.
Opposition to UGC Interference: The minister opposed the University Grants
Commission's (UGC) mandate to include its nominee in the selection panel,
viewing it as an attempt by the Centre to bring higher education under its
control. He criticized former Governor R.N. Ravi for previously forming search
committees with a UGC nominee.

Rajya Sabha By-election: The nomination of Congress candidate Praveen
Chakravarty for the lone Rajya Sabha seat from Tamil Nadu was declared valid,
and he is expected to be elected unopposed. The ruling TVK party allotted this
seat to its post-poll ally, the Congress.

Caste-Based Survey Demand: PMK leader Anbumani Ramadoss met the Chief
Minister to press for a state-level caste-based survey to protect the state's 69%
reservation policy.

Infrastructure and Economy



Thoothukudi Greenfield Shipbuilding Cluster: The Directorate General of
Shipping has given in-principle approval to the Tamil Nadu government for a
greenfield mega shipbuilding cluster at Thoothukudi. However, the Union
Shipping Ministry is currently awaiting the Detailed Project Report (DPR) from
the state.

Parandur Airport Necessity: The Confederation of Real Estate Developers
Associations of India (CREDAI) strongly backed the Parandur second airport
project for Chennai. Data indicates the current Chennai airport will reach
saturation between 2028 and 2032 due to constraints like limited runway
expansion and dense urban surroundings.

TNPDCL Security Upgrades: Following the recent theft of 18 hard disks from
its headquarters, the Tamil Nadu Power Distribution Corporation Limited
(TNPDCL) is introducing biometric access control protocols for its digital
platforms and data centers.

Art and Heritage

Egmore Museum Renovation Threat: Ancient sculptures, including Chola and
Hoysala idols dating back 1,000 to 1,500 years, are currently at risk due to
Public Works Department renovation work at the Egmore Government Museum's
Geology Wing.

Background: These priceless artifacts were seized by the Idol Wing of the Tamil
Nadu Police and left exposed to construction equipment and harsh weather.

Transition from MGNREGS: This fund aims to ensure a seamless transition
from the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme
(MGNREGS) without disrupting daily work availability.

Funding Structure: The combined outlay for the scheme will be ¥2.25 lakh
crore. States are expected to contribute an additional 40% to the allocated sum.
Uttar Pradesh received the highest interim allocation.

Land Port Management System (LPMS): Union Home Minister Amit Shah
launched the LPMS, named 'VINIMAY', to enhance border security and trade. It
provides an integrated digital platform for managing cargo, passengers, and
vehicles under the 'Smart Borders' framework.

Infrastructure and Security

Zojila Tunnel Breakthrough: A major breakthrough was achieved in the 13.14-
km-long Zojila tunnel connecting Sonamarg in J&K to Minamarg in Ladakh.

Strategic Importance: Built at an altitude of 11,578 feet, it is the world’s
longest single-tube, bi-directional road tunnel. Built at a cost of 36,800 crore, it



provides all-weather connectivity, significantly boosting military logistics and
regional economic development.

Manipur Hostage Release: Following interventions by civil society and church
bodies, Naga armed groups in Senapati district released 14 Kuki individuals who
were held hostage for nearly a month.

Education and Administration

Faculty Crunch in Premier Institutes: Data obtained via the Right to
Information (RTI) Act revealed that 35.2% of teaching posts (7,132 out of 20,279)
remain vacant across 79 Centrally Funded Technical Institutes (CFTIs),
including IITs, NITs, and IIMs.

Longest Serving Elected PM: Prime Minister Narendra Modi completed 4,398
days in office on June 9, 2026, officially surpassing Jawaharlal Nehru to become
the longest continuously serving elected Prime Minister of India.

III. International Current Affairs

Geopolitics and Diplomacy

India-Myanmar Bilateral Ties: Myanmar's President U Min Aung Hlaing visited
India, marking his first major bilateral visit abroad as head of state since the
2021 military coup.

Infrastructure Corridors: Talks heavily focused on the Kaladan Multi-Modal
Transit Transport Project (connecting Kolkata to Sittwe) and the 1,360-km India-
Myanmar-Thailand Trilateral Highway.

EU Sanctions Impacting India: The European Commission proposed its 21st
package of sanctions against Russia, targeting the drone manufacturing sector.
Notably, this package includes export control measures on 50 companies,
including entities based in India, China, and the UAE.

US Sanctions on Chinese Tech: The US Pentagon added prominent Chinese
companies, including Alibaba, Baidu, and EV maker BYD, to its list of "Chinese
military companies", barring them from US defense contracts.

Global Forums
UN Climate Talks (Bonn, Germany): During the 64th session of the UNFCCC

Subsidiary Bodies (SB64), India strongly advocated for tackling the shrinking
pool of climate finance and the widening adaptation finance gap.



Opposition to Carbon Levies: India pressed for a dialogue against unilateral
trade measures, specifically targeting the EU’s Carbon Border Adjustment

Context & Recent Developments

The long-standing boundary dispute over the Kalapani, Lipulekh, and
Limpiyadhura tri-junction region remains a sensitive friction point in India-
Nepal bilateral ties. Recently, a significant shift in rhetoric occurred when Nepal's
Prime Minister, Balendra Shah, acknowledged that the dispute might not be
entirely one-sided. He hinted that Nepal could potentially be occupying
territories that India claims, opening a new window for bilateral scrutiny.

Core Issues & Analysis
The Cartographic Dispute: The issue traces o
back to differing interpretations of the 1816
Treaty of Sugauli signed between the Kingdom
of Nepal and British India. The treaty
established the Kali River as Nepal’s western
boundary, but both nations dispute the exact
origin point of the river.

Geopolitical Significance: The disputed
Lipulekh pass is a strategic vantage point
overlooking the Himalayas, providing India
with a vital link to the Tibet Autonomous INDIA panl Ul
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Region (and the Mansarovar pilgrimage route), as well as a defensive position
against Chinese deployment.

Political Domestic Hurdle: The border issue is frequently politicized within
Nepal to whip up nationalist sentiments, making it difficult for Nepalese leaders
to compromise without facing domestic backlash.

Way Forward for India-Nepal Relations

Moving Beyond Expert Stagnation: The editorial argues that relying solely on
joint technical boundary committees has led to prolonged diplomatic stagnation.
Leveraging Institutional Trust: A practical resolution must leverage the
unique, centuries-old "Roti-Beti" (kinship and socio-economic) linkages, the open
border tradition, and the deep institutional trust shared between the Indian
Army and the Nepalese Army.

High-Level Political Dialogue: Boundaries should be demarcated through
mutual concession and quiet diplomacy rather than public cartographic
assertions.

Context & The Technological Leap

Anthropic’s latest artificial intelligence model, "Claude Mythos", marks a
dangerous paradigm shift in frontier Al capabilities. Moving beyond simple text
generation or basic code analysis, Mythos operates effectively at a "zero-day"
scale. It possesses the autonomous capability to discover, chain together, and
exploit multiple low-severity vulnerabilities to execute catastrophic cyberattacks
without any human intervention or prompting.

Core Issues: India's Critical Preparedness Gap

Legacy System Dependency: India’s critical infrastructure, particularly in
public sector banks and state-run utilities, heavily relies on fragmented, legacy
back-end frameworks (such as COBOL architectures). These old architectures
are highly susceptible to advanced Al exploit-chaining.

Lack of Sovereign Safety Infrastructure: Unlike western counterparts, India
currently lacks a dedicated, state-backed AI Safety Institute. There is no
centralized node to rigorously test frontier Al models against domestic threat
vectors and critical infrastructure scenarios.



The Algorithmic Arms Race: India is increasingly exposed in a global
"algorithmic arms race,” where offensive Al capabilities are developing
exponentially faster than state defense mechanisms.

Mains Recommendation / Measures Needed

Establish a National Al Safety Institute immediately under MeitY to audit frontier
models.

Implement an Al-driven patch management framework to systematically secure
and upgrade legacy government databases.

Enhance public-private partnerships to train cyber-defense Al models capable of
predicting zero-day chains.

3. Global Economy: China’s Hukou System Reforms & Urbanization Challenges

Context & The Reform Policy

The State Council of China issued fresh guidelines directed at megacities to
decouple basic public services from the traditional "Hukou" (household
registration) system. The new policy aims to provide social benefits based on a
citizen's actual place of residence rather than their birthplace, attempting a
transition toward "people-centred urbanisation".

Core Analysis: Structural Realities vs Policy Intent

The Target Demographic: The reform is aimed at legalizing and stabilizing the
floating population of migrant workers and the rapidly growing gig economy
workforce that powers China’s megacities.

The Fiscal Disconnect: The editorial highlights a massive structural flaw—Ilocal
municipal governments have been tasked with equalizing these benefits (such as
medical insurance and schooling), but they completely lack the necessary fiscal
backing and funding from the Central government to do so.

Retention of Controls: Despite the relaxed prose, tight structural and
administrative controls remain in place to prevent unchecked migration into tier-
1 megacities like Beijing and Shanghai, meaning true equality in social benefits
remains a distant goal.

Comparative Lessons for India

As India undergoes rapid urbanization, it must learn from the Hukou model to
avoid creating administrative barriers for inter-state migrant laborers.



Initiatives like India's 'One Nation One Ration Card' are step directions toward
ensuring that public social benefits are portable, preventing the deep structural
disparities currently visible in China's urban centers.
